Changes Made In Personnel

A changes have been
made in the personnel of the agnri-
cultural faculty.

Dr. H. J. Patterson, who has been
the central figure in Marvland agri-
culture in both research and educa-
tion since 13533, when he joined the
staff, retires as dean of the college of
agriculture. He has accepted an 1in-
vitation, however, to retain his con-
nection with the university, preparing
for publication material relating to
the history of agriculture in this
State, and acting as special adviser
to the president on agricultural mat-
bers.

Dr. T. B. Symons, who has been
director of the extension service since
its organization twenty vears ago, will
continue in that capacity, and also
becomes acting dean of the college of
agriculture. He also will be the chair-
man of the council on agriculture.

New Post For Dr. Cotterman

Dr. Harold S. Cotterman, for sev-
eral vears professor of agricultural
education in the college of education,
leaves this college and becomes pro-
fessor of agricultural education and
assistant dean in the college of agri-
culture.

Prof. J. E. Metzger, previously head
of the department of agronomy and
assistant director of the agricultural
experiment station, becomes chairman
of the division of agronomy under the
new setup and acting director of the
agricultural experiment station.

Prof. Ingram Oswald, county agent
leader, becomes assistant director of
the extension service.

Miss Venia M. Keller, State home
demonstration agent, becomes assist-
ant director of the extension service.

Becomes Leading Figure

Dr. Symons, in his capacity as act-
ing dean, as director of the extension
service, and as chairman of the coun-
cil on agriculture, becomes a leading
figure in the agricultural life of the
State. His work will consist largely of
guiding the economic programs inau-
curated in the State by the Federal

There were 1,380 forest fires in
Maryland reported in 1936, which
burned over 19,704 acres of land and
caused a loss of $49,431 in property
values, according to C. F. Winslow,
specialist 1in forestry for the Univer-
sity of Maryland extension service.
In addition, he states, these fires cost
$4,719 to suppress.

Most of the Mr.

fires, Winslaw

'says, were caused by careless smok-

ing, but careless debris burners, rail-
road operations, and incendiarists
were responsible for almost as many.
All but three fires that were caused
by lightning were caused by man
and could have been prevented
observed.

Winslow states, if the following rules
were carried out: Do not throw light-
ed matches or burning smoking mate-
rials into dry grass or leaves; do not
