There is no economy in using
cheap oil in your new car. In a
~hole season it may save you the
price of a few movie tickets and
cost you many dollars in wear and
repairs. Buy only the best adver-
tised motor oils, preferably those
made from Pennsylvania crude.
Your motor will thank you and re-
ward you.

Grease is important especially in
the new cars having hypoid gears
which create extreme pressures.
There are new special lubricants
for these. They should be used ex-
clusively in hypoid gears and never
mixed with other lubricants. Insist
on this to avoid costly breakdowns.
