The unjustifiable bombing and {*un-i

acted in the Far East. It .
Nippon’s statesmen have handsomely |
apologized, but these apoligies are be |
coming rather tiresome. The suave,
diplomatic gestures, together with all
the facial registration of sorrow that
a stocial Japanese Government repre- |
sentative can muster, are hardly suf-
ficient to undo a very serious offense
against the United States Government.

The making of reparations, includ-
ing the payment of an indemnity, can-
not bring back the human lives that |
were needlessly sacrificed when the)
Panay was sunk by the J:ur;uw.wlu
without apparent rhyme or reason.
The making of promises is not In
itself sufficient to ameliorate the great |
wrong visited upon the American peo-
ple by a Power claiming to be friendly. |
The American flag has been wantonly
fired upon; American citizens have
lost their lives, and the sovereignty of
this country has been callously in-
sulted. |

Japan’s mental processes are en-
lightening. For example, an army of
conquest moves into Chinese territory.
Coming into contact with Chinese
troops, hostilities ensue and fire is |
exchanged. The Japanese, thereby,
are terribly insulted. They have been
fired upon, and it becomes their duty
to pursue and punish the insolent
celestials. Penetrating, deeper and
deeper into the interior, which is ex-
actly the thing desired, the aggressors
take cities and towns, aye, even entire
proviences, at the point of the bay-
onet, well covered by field artillery.
Always they are the injured party

seeking redress.

Should an enterprising war corre- |
spondent ask the commanding officer
of the Japanese troops just what his
force is doing on Chineese soil, the
bland reply might conceivably be that
it was purely coincidental; they were
there to engage in a few harmless
war maneuvers and had been fired
upon without provocation by some
stupid Chinese, who had the temerity
to object to the presence of Nippon’s |
sons. This is a good example of
Japan’s logic and technique.

While we are aware that a militar-
istic block rules Japan and dictates
Japan’s foreign policy, and that the
civilian population of that country
probably deprecates the mailed-fist
policy of Nippon in the Far East and
1s inclined to be more humane and
considerate of sister nations than the
Jingoistic sabre-rattlers who appear
to be running things generally in the |
Land of the Rising Sun, many believe |
that we as a Nation will be forced to
adopt a firm attitude and let it be
known in no uncertain terms that the
United States will not tolerate further
Fascist aggressions against its na-
tionals.

The President’s famous Chicago
speech strongly fmplied the advocacy
of “quarantining” Japan and certain
aggressive European nations. This
action, if put into effect, would seri-
ously cripple Japan’s foreign trade|]
and, while of a salutary nature, might
not necessarily defeat her outlaw
policy of flagrantly violating the
rights of neutrals.

Japan’s future activties, which will
be closely watched from many coun-
tries, may definitely decide if sterner
measures should be adopted against
her by the Government of the United
States.
