“About the only un-
certain factor that remains today in
the equation of motoring safety is the
intelligence and judgment of the driver.
The engineers have given him every
' possible mechanical safeguard. They

A great many of the mechanical fact-
ors which guard the safety of the pres-
ent day motorist were not heralded
primarily as safety developments. Each.
however, has made a definite contribu-
tion toward safety.

. For instance, when knee-action was
developed, it was regarded by the public
ag principally an aid to riding comfort.
' Knee-action, however, makes 2 very
 vital contribution toward driving safety
'The reason for this is the fact that
knee-action anchors the front wheels
'In the direction of car travel. It pre-
ivents a road obstruction or a tire blow-

Plant Breeders Hope to
Make Watermelon
Better

Even the watermelon can be improv-
ed by breeding, plant scientists of the
United States Department of Agricul-
ture believe.

Ot the regional vegetable breeding
laboratory near Charleston, S. C., sev-
eral wild watermelons from Africa—
its native home—have been introduced
by the divinsion of plant exploration |
and introduction. Federal and State
qplzmt breeders expect to use the high
sugar content of these melons to in-
crease the sweetness of the best com- |
mercial varieties now available.

A sweeter melon, however, is only
one of thegoals at which the plant
breeders are aiming. Modern home eco-
nomy demands a gmaller fruit than the |
