WHEREAS, at the January session
of the General Assembly of Maryland,
held in the year 1935, an Act was
passed, to wit: Chapter 463 proposing
an amendment to repeal Section 36 of
Article 3 of the Constitution of the
State of Maryland, title “Legislative
Department,” said section prohibiting
the General Assembly from authoriz-
ing a lottery, and providing for the
submission of said amendment to the
qualified voters of the State of Mary-
land for adoption or rejection; and

WHEREAS, at the January session
of the General Assembly of Maryland,
held in the year 1937, an Act was pass-
ed, to wit: Chapter 494 proposing to
amend Section 21 of Article 4, title
“Judiciary Department”, sub-title
“Part III—Circuit Courts”, of the
Constitution of this State, to provide
an additicnal judge in the Second Cir-
cuit and to provide for the submission
of said amendment to the qualified
voters of this State for adoption or re-

jection; and

WHEREAS, at the January session
of the General Assembly of Maryland,
held in the year 1937, an Act was
passed, to wit: Chapter 5625 proposing
an amendment to Article 15 of the
Declaration of Rights of the Con-
stitution of the State of Maryland,
authorizing the General Assembly to
impose taxes on incomes, and provid-
ing for the submission of said amend-
ment to the qualified voters of the
State of Maryland for adoption or re-
jection; in words and figures as fol-

CHAPTER 4631035
AN ACT to propose an amendment to re-
peal Section 36 of Article 4 of the Con-

Scection 1. Be it enacted by the General
Assembly of Maryland (three-fifths of all
the members of cach of the two Huu!u"n
concurring), That Section 36 of Article 3
of the Constitution of the State ul":\Ilr)'-
land, title “Legislative lh-purllm-!ll. pro-
hibiting the General Assembly from au-
thorizing lottery grants be and it is hereby
repealed if adopted by the legally qualitied
voters of the State, as herein provided.

See. 2 And be It further l'lllll.‘ll':d. That
the aforegoing amendment to the Constitu-
tion of the State of Maryland shall, at the
next ensuing general election for members
of the General Assembly of Maryland, be
submitted to the legal and qualitied voters
of the State for their adoption or rejection,
in pursuance of the directions contained
in Article 14 of the Constitution of the
State of Maryland, and at the said general
election the vote on the said proposed
amendment to the Constitution shall be
by ballot, and upon each ballot there shall
be printed the words: “For Constitutional
Amendment” and “Against Constitutional
Amendment,'” as now provided by law, and
immediately after said election due re-
turns shall be made to the Governor of the
vote for and agalnst proposed amendment,
as directed by sald Fourteenth Article of
the Constitution, and further proceedings
had in accordance with said Article 14.

AN ACT to amend Section 21 of Article 4,
title “Judiciary Department”, uul.:-!ltlu
“Part 111—-Clircuit Courts”, of the Con-
stitution eof this State, to prm'h‘lu an
additional judge In the Second Circuit
and to provide for the submission of said
amendment to the qualified voters of this

State for adoption or rejection.

Section 1. Be it enacted by the General
Assembly of Maryland (three-fifths of all
the members eclected to each of the two
Houses concurring), That the following
section be and the same is hereby proposed
as an amendment to Section 21 of Article
4, title “Judiciary Department”, sub-title
“Part I11—Circuit Courts”, of the Constl-
tution of the State, and If adopted by the
legal and qualified voters thereof as herein
provided, it shall supersede and stand in
the place and stead of Section 21 of said

Article 4.

21. For each of the sald circuits, ex-
cepting the eighth, the second, the third
and the sixth, there shall be a chief judge
and two associate judges, to be styled
judges of the Circuit Court, to be selected
or appointed as herein provided, and for
the second circuit, the third circuit and the
sixth circuit, there shall be a chief judge
and three assoclate judges to be styled
judges of the Circuit Court, to be eclected
or appointed as herein provided. And no
two of sald assoclate judges, for any of
the sald circuits, except the third and
sixth circuits shall, at the time of their
election or appointment or during the temn
for which they may have been elected or
appointed, reside in the same county. If
two or more persons shall be candidates
for associate judge In the same county in
any of the circuits, except the third and
sixth circuits, that one only in said county
shall be declared elected who has the nigh-
est number of votes in the circuit. In case
any two candidates for associate judge in
any of the circuits, except the third and
sixth clrcuits, residing in the same coynty
shall have an equal number of votes
greater than any other candidates for asso-
clate judge in the circuit, it shall be the
duty of the Governor te order a new elec-
tion for one associate judge; but the per-
son residing in any other county of the
circuit and who has the highest number of
votes shall be declared elected. The sald
judges shall hold not less than two terms
of the Circuit Court in each of the counties
composing their respective circuits, at such
times as are now or may hereafter be pre-
scribed to which jurors shall be sum-
moned; and in those counties where only
two such terms are held, two other and
intermediate terms, to which jurors shall
not be summoned; they may alter or tix
the times for holding any or all terms,
until otherwise $rucrlhcd. and shall adopt
rules to the end that all business not re-
quiring the Interposition of the jury shall
be, as far as practicable, disposed of at
said intermediate terms. One judge in each
of the above circuits, including the second,
the third and sixth eclrcuits, shall consti-
tute a quorum for the transaction of any
business; and the sald judges or any of
them may hold special terms of their
courts, whenever in their discretion the
business of the several counties renders
such terms necessary. The additional as-
sociate judge for the third circuit elected
in accordance with the terms of the Con-
stitutional Amendment heretofore sub-
mitted and adopted shall be subject to
the same constitutional provisions, hold his
office for the same term of years, receive
the same compensation and have the same
powers as are herein provided for the
other associate judges in the third circuit.

The additional associate judge for the
second circuit herein provided for shall
be a resident of Cecil County, shall be ap-
pointed by the Governor after the expira-
tion of six (6) months after the adoption
of this amendment and shall serve until
the first general election for members of
the General Assembly that shall be held
in said circuit subsequent to the adoption
of this amendment, at which election his
successor shall be elected by the qualified
voters of Caroline, Cecil, Kent, Queen
Anne’'s and Talbot Counties, constituting
the second circuit. The judge so ap-
pointed shall be subject to the same con-
stitutional provisions, receive the same
compensation and have the same powers
&8 are herein provided for the other asso-
clate judges in the second circuit, and the
Judge so elected shall be subject to the
same constitutional provision, hold his
office for the same term of years, receive
the same compensation, and have the
same powers as are herein provided for the
ot!lxter associate judges in the second eir-
cuit,

The additional judge for the sixth cir-
euit herein provided for rnd elected by the
qualified voters of Frederick and Mont-
gomery Counties at the 1938 election in
accordance with the terms of the Consti-
tutional Amendment heretofore submitted
and adopted shall be subject to the same
constitutional provisions, recelve the same
compensation and have the same powers
as are herein provided for the other asso-

ciate judges in the sixth ecircuit and his

successor shall be appointed and/or elected
in accordance with the constitutional pro-
visions relating to judges. ‘i'he Chief Judge
may be elected from either Frederick or
Montgomery Counties, but when the Chief
Judge is elected from Frederick County
one of the associate judges shall be a resi-
dent of said county and the two remaining
associate judges shall be residents of
Montgomery County and when the Chief
Judge is elected from Montgomery County
one of the associate judges shall be a
resident of said Montgomery County and
assoelite

dents of Frederick County. In case any
candlidate or candidates for assoclate judge
at any Judicial election held in the sixth
Judicial clreuit shall receive sutlicient votes
to cause such candidate or candidates to
be declared elected, but the election of
such candidate or candidates would ecause
more assoclate Judges than herein per.
mitted to reside In any county of sald
circult, then and In that event only that
candidate or those candidates, as the ease
may be, residing in sald county in the order
of the votes received shall be declared
elected whose election wounld provide the
permitted number of assoclate judges from
sald county and the candidate or ecandi-
dates as the case may be, residing In the
other county, and not similarly disquali-
fled, who shall have the next highest num-
ber of votes In sald election shall be de-
clared elected. 1If, by reason of such a
condition or by reason of an equal vote
for two or more candidates a sutlicient
number of assoclate judges duly qualified
a8 to residence as above set out should not
be elected at any election In said sixth
Judicial circuit, then 1t shall be the duty
of the Governor to order a new eleetion
for such unfilled office or oflices.

See. 2. And be It further enacted, That
the aforegoing section hereby proposed as
an amendment to the Constitution of this
State shall be, at the next general election
to be held In this State In the year 1938,
submitted to the legal and qualitied voters
thereof for their adoption o2 rejection In
pursuance of directions contained in Article
14 of the Constitution of this State, and at
the said general election, the vote on the
sald proposed amendment shall be by bal-
lot, and upon each ballot there shall be
printed the words “For the Constitutional
Amendment” and “Agalnst the Constitu-
tional Amendment,” as now preseribed by
law, and Immediately after said election,
due returns shall be made to the Governor
of the vote for and against sald proposed
amendment as directed by said Article 14
of the Constitution.

CHAPTER 525-

of Maryland for adoption or rejection.
Section 1. Be It enacted by the General

Assembly of Maryland (three-fifths of all

the members of each of the two Houses

concurring), That the following amendment
be and the same is hereby proposed to

Article 15 of the Declaration of Rights of

the Constitution of the State of Maryland,

the same, Iif adopted by the legal and quall-
fied voters of the State, as herein pro-
vided, to become Article 135 of the Declara-
tion of Rights of the Constitution of the

State of Maryland.

Art. 15. That the levying of taxes by
the poll I1s grievous and oppressive and
ought to be prohibited; that paupers ought
not to be assessed for the support of the
Government; that the General Assembly
shall, by uniform rules, provide for sepa-
rate assessment of land and classification
and sub-classification of improvements on
land and personal property, as it may deem
proper; and all taxes thereafter provided
to be levied by the State for the support of
the general State Government, and by the
counties and by the City of Baltimore for
their respective purposes, shall be uniform
as to land within the taxing district, and
uniform within the class or sub-class of
improvements on land and personal prop-
erty which the respect ve taxing powers
may have directed to be subjected to the
tax levy; yet fines, duties or taxes may
properly and justly be imposed, or laid
with a political view for the good govern-
ment and benefit of the community. Taxes
may be imposed on incomes, which may be
classified, graduated and progressive and
the exemption of a reasonable amount of
income from taxation may be provided and
such taxes may be in lieu of taxes on any
class or classes of real or personal prop-
erty as the General Assembly may deter-
mine,

Sec. 2. And be it further enacted, That
the aforegoing amendment to the Declara-
tion of Rights of the Constitution of the
State of Maryland shall, at the election to
be held in November, 1938, be submitted
to the legal and qualified voters of the
State for thelr adoption or rejection, In
pursuance of the directions contalmed In
Article 14 of the Constitution of the State
of Maryland, and at the sald general elee-
tion the vote on the saild proposed amend-
ment to the Constitution shall be by ballot,
upon each ballot there shall be printed the
words: “For Constitutional Amendment”
and “Against Constitutional Amendment”,
A8 now provided by law, and immediately
after sald election due returns shall be
made to the Governor of the vote for and
against proposed amendment, as directed
by said Fourteenth Article of the Constitu-
tion, and further proceedings had in ac-
cordance with said Article 14,

three newspapers published in the
City of Baltimore, one of which shall
be published in the German language,
once a week for at least three months
next preceding the general election to
be held in the State of Maryland on
Tuesday, the 8th day of November,
1938, at which election the said pro-
posed amendments to the Constitu-
tion shall be submitted in form and
manner prescribed by the General As-
sembly, to the legal and qualified
voters of the State for their adoption
or rejection.

Board; providing for the issuance of
new licenses in place of those that are
lost or destroyed; providing for fees
upon taking of examinations; provid-
ing for the revocation and suspension
of licenses; prohibiting advertising
by dentists; providing appeals from
the ruling of the Board; defining
dentistry; creating certain exceptions
to the Act; providing for penalties,
and providing other matters incidental
to the general purpose of the Act; in
words and figures as follows:

CHAPTER 91

AN ACT to repeal and re-enact with
amendments Section 5 of Article 62 of
the Annotated Code of Maryland (1924
Edition), title “Marriages’”, to fix the
time within which marriage license may
be issued.

Section 1. Be It enacted by the General

e
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Assembly of Marviand, That Section 5 of
Article 62 of the Annotated Code of Mary-
land (1924 Edition), title “Marriages”, be
and It 1s hereby repealed and re-enacted
with amendments to read as follows:

9. Before the Clerk of any of the Courts
aforesald shall issue any license he shall
examine one of the contracting parties to
the marringe, under onth, who shall appear
personally before the Clerk and make ap-
plication for the same, and the Clerk shall
ascertain: first, the full name of the par-
ties; second, thelr place of residence;
third, their age; fourth, thelr color; fifth,
whether married or single; sixth, whether
related or not, If so, In which degree of
relationship; seventh, If ever divoreed;
which facts upon the pavment of one dol-
Iar (£1.00) as an application fee shall be
set out In printed form to be signed by
the person making the applieation, and no
such Heense to marry shall be delivered
by the Clerk until after the expiration of
Forty-eight (45) hours from the time ap-
plication is made therefor; provided, how-
ever, that any judge of the Cireunit Court
of the county In which the applieation Is
made or, If made in Baltimore City, any
Judge of the Court of Common Pleas, for
good and suflicient canse shown, may, by
an order In writing signed by him, au-
thorize the Clerk to deliver such license
nt any time after the application therefor,
It shall be unlawful for the clerks of any
of the courts aforesald to make publie the
fact of an application for a marriage li-
cense untll such lleense shall have been
Issned.

State Board of Dental Examiners, its
organization and duties; providing for
the giving of examinations and leenses
by sald Beard; providing for the Issu-
nnce of new lleenses in place of those
that are lost or destroyed; providing for
fees upon taking of examinations: pro-
viding for the revoeation and suspenslon
of leenses; prohibiting advertising by
dentists; providing appeals from the
ruling of the Board; defining dentistry ;
creating certain exceptions to the Act:
providing for penalties, and providing
other matters Incidental to the general
purpose of the Act,

Seetion 1. Be It enacted by the General
Assembly of Maryland, That Sections 1 to
13, inclusive, of Article 32 of the Code of
Public General Laws of Maryland, 1025
Supplement, Flack's Edition, title *“Den-
tistry™, be, and the same are hereby, re-
pealed ; and that twenty-three new sections,
to be known as Sections 1, 2, 3, 4, 5. 6 7
R, 9, 10, 10a, 11, 12, 13, 14, 15.. 16, 17, 18, 19,
=0, 21 and 22, be, and they are hereby, en-
acted In lien and In place thercof, sald
new sections to read as follows:

1. It shall be unlawful for any person
to engage in the practice of dentistry In
the State of Maryland, unless such per-
son shall have obtained a lHeense from the
State Board of Dental Examiners of the
State of Maryland as hereinafter provided,
except that the license of any dentlst, ex-
Isting at the time of the passage of this
Act, shall continue In forece unless sus-
pended or revoked by the Board In the
manner hereinafter provided.

All licenses issued by the Board shall
be iIssued to Individual persons, and It
shall be unlawful for any dentist to prac-
tice in this State under any name except
his own true name. No license shall be
Issued to any corporation, association, part-
nership, parlor, or any entity or assoela-
tion of any kind or character. It shall be
unlawful for any individual or group of
Individuals to practice dentlstry In this
State as a corporation or under a CoOrpo-
rate name; or under a partnership name:
a8 an association or under an association
name; as a parlor or under any parlor
name, or an entity or under the name of
any entity of any kind or character.

2. There shall be a State Board of Den-
tal Examiners, herelnafter called the Board
whose duty it shall be to carry out the
purposes and enforce the provisions of
this Article. Said Board shall consist of
six registered and practicing dentists of
recognized ability and honor, residents of
the State of Maryland, each of whom shall
have been In active practice In the State for
at least five years Immediately preceding
his appointment. No member of the faculty
or teaching staff of any university or col-
lege in the State of Maryland which offers
undergraduate courses in dentistry shall
be eligible for appointment. The members
of the Board as at present constituted
shall hold office for the residue of the re-
spective terms for which they have been
appointed. On the expiration of the term
or terms for which any one or more of the
members of the present Board may have
been appointed, In pursuance of this Artl-
cle, the Governor shall appoint a successor
or successors from a list of dentists duly
:}uallﬂed a8 hereinbefore prescribed of
double the number of vacancies to be filled,
proposed and submitted to him by the
Maryland State Dental Association, and
chosen by a majority vote of the members
of sald association present at a meeting
of sald association ealled for that purpose,
of which meeting at least two weeks’ no-
tice, stating the time, place and purpose
thereof, shall be malled by the Secretary
to the members of said assocliation at their
respective addresses appearing In the rec-
ords thereof. The term for which the
members of said Board shall be appointed
as aforesaid shall be six years, and untlil
their successors shall have beeu appointed
and qualified. No member who has served
two full consecutive terms shall be eligible
to succeed himself. In case of a vacancy
occurring Iin said Board by reason of the
death of any member, or of his incapacity,
neglect or refusal to act. or in any other
way, the Governor shall, from a list of
duly qualified dentists of double the num-
ber of vacancles to be filled, chosen, sub-
mitted and proposed to him as herein-
before provided, appoint a successor or
successors of sald member or members,
who shall hold office for the remainder of
the unexpired term or terms of sakl mem-
ber or members. Any member of sald
Board, who, without adequate reason shall
be absent from two successive meetings
thereof shall cease to be a member thereof,
and the Governor shall have the power to
remove from office, at any time, any mem-
ber of the Board for continued negleet of
duty required by this Aet, or for incom-

petency, unprofessional or dishonorable
conduct.

3. Said Board shall choose one of its
members president, and one secretary
thereof, whose duties shall be those usu-
ally appertaining to their respective offi-
ces, and shall adopt such rules, regula-
tions, or by-laws as may be necessary or
expedient to assist it in its organization
under this Article. The Secretary shall
also be the legal custodian of all the prop-
erty, money, minutes, records, proceed-
ings and the seal of sald Board. Said
Board shall hold regular meetings in the
months of June and November of every
year, and special meetings as it may deem
hecessary, upon call of the president or
secretary thereof and upon due notice.
Meetings may be held at any time and
place and without notice. by the unanli-
mous consent evidenced either by writing

or by the presence of any member whose
consent is necessary.

4. The Board shall give an examination
twice each year at a suitable place in
Maryland to be decided by the Board, to
all persons who may desire to qualify to
practice dentistry in this State. This ex-
amination shall be at such time, place,
under such conditions and of such kind
or character as the Board in its sole dis-
cretion may determine.

B. (a) Any person of good moral char-
acter, twenty-one or more yYears of age,
who has been graduated and admitted to
the degree of Doctor of Dental Surgery,
Doctor of Dentai Medicine, or other equiva-
lent degree by any university or college
duly incorporated and authorized to grant
sald degree by the laws of the United
States or any of its territories, districts or
possessions, or by the laws of any State
of the United States, or the laws of any
province of the Dominion of Canada and
recognized by the Board as requiring ade-
quate pre-professional collegiate training
and as maintaining an acceptable course of
dental instruction, may make application
in writing to said Board to be examined
by it with reference to his or her qualifi-
cations to practice dentistry, and upon his
or her passing an examination satisfac-
tory to said Board, which examination
shall be in writing so far as said Board
shall deem practicable, the Board shall
cause the name and residence of such per-
son to be registered in a book kept by it
for that purpose, and shall issue to such
person a certificate of registration, as evi-
dence of his or her eligibllity to practice
dentistry, signed by the officers of the
Board and sealed with its official seal,
which certificate shall also state the name
of the person to whom issued, and the
date of such issuance.

(b) The Board may, In its discretion,
register without examination, in whole or
in part, and issue a certificage to any per-
son who has been graduated and admitted
to the degree of Doctor of Dental Surgery
or equivalent degree by any university or
college incorporated and authorized to

6. If any license herein provided for 1s
lost or destroyed, and If the holder thereof
shall desire a new llcense to be lssued In
place of the license lost or destroyed, he
shall make written application to the secere-
tary of the Board for re-lssuance of the
same under affMidavit, setting forth that
such license Is lost or destroyed, and the
clrcumstances under which such loss or
destruction occurred, and upon receipt of
such satisfactory application and aflldavit,
the secretary shall issue to sald applicant
a duplieate lleense, for which there shall
be pald a fee of five dollars.

7. A fee of twenty dollars shall be paild
0 the seeretary of the Board at the time
of application by each appllcant for ex-
amination, or registration, or both, as
often as he or she shall apply for sEAmMe ;
provided that payvment of said fee of twenty
dollars by an applicant who may apply
for examination upon certain subjects nas
provided in Sectlon 5, Article 4, herecof
shall entitle him or her to take the ex-
amination upon the remainder of the pre-
sceribed subjeets, no part of said fee to be
refunded under anv clrcumstances,

8. The fees colleeted by the Board shall
be used to defray the cost of exceuting and
enforcing the provisions of this Article,
including a salary to the secretary as flxed
by the DBoard and a per diem to each
member of the Board of twenty-flve dol-
lars for every day he I8 actually employed
in the discharge of his official dutles, nee-
essary expenses of the secretary and mem-
bers In the performance of thelr dutles,
and such other expenses as the Board shall
deem necessary in carrying out the pur-
poses of this Article.

unlicensed dentist to practice dentistry un-
der his or her direction:

(6) has employed or made use of adver-
tising solicitors or free public press agents:

(7) has used any sign, or whose name

Is upon any sign, in violation of Section
13 of this Act:

(8) has violated Sectlon 14 of this Act:;

() has violated Section 10A of this Act:

(10) has been found iullt_v of dishon-
orable or unprofessional conduct. Unpro-
fessional conduct shall mean:

(a) the obtaining of any fee by fraud:
advertising to guarantee any dental serv-
ice, or to perform any dental operation
painlessly; making use of any advertis-
ing statements of a character tending to
deceive or mislead the public;

(b) advertisiag professional superiority
or the performance of professional serv-
ilces in a superior manner: advertising
prices for professional service: advertising
by means of large display or glaring light
signs; using In any sign the representa-
tion of a tooth, teeth, bridge work or any
portion of the human head; employlng or
making use of advertising solicitors or
free publicity press agents; or advertising
any free dental work, or free examination :
or advertising to guarantee any dental
service; or to perform any dental operation
painlessly ;

(c) advertising to use any anesthetie,
drug, formulae, material, medicine, method
or system; advertising by publiec exhibit
at residence of practice any appliances used
in restorative dentistry; advertising any
free dental work or free examination.

This Section 10 and Section 10 A shall not
be retroactive, and no license shall be sus-
pended or revoked for any violations of
these sections, which violations occurred
prior to the taking effect of this Act.

10 A. All advertisin ; by dentists is pro-
hibited by this Act except the following:

(a) A dentist may use a personal pro-
fessional card of not more than 3%4” by 2",
upon which may be printed only his name,
title, address, telephone number and office
hours.

Such institutions are prohibited not only
from advertising in violation of this Act,
but are prehibited from advertising in any
manner anything relative to the practice
of dentistry. Nothing in this Article shall
prohibit the Dental Division of the State
Department of Health, or the Director of
the Public School Clinics of the City
Health Department from broadcasting edu-
cational programs over the radio.

17. All persons now authorized to prae-
tice dentistry in this State, and those who
may be hereafter registered under the
provisions of this Article, shall be exempt
from service as jurors in any of the Courts
of this State during the continuance of the
practice of thelr profession.
