Bringing his campaign to his |

" Old-fashioned common sense,’
he said, if put on the problem of
unemployment, finds but one an-
swer, ‘‘get the businesses of the
country going again.”’ He pointed
out that the first job of the Gov-
ernment 1s to aid assist and en-
courage all businesses, big and lit-
tle, to get going again, and said,
““if we pass laws that are hurtful
to business, which stops it from
expanding, then we pass laws
which are hurtful to labor, for
when business is hurt, labor and
agriculture both feel the effects.’’
In this connection he called at-
tention te the conditions of the
railroads and the result of curtail-
ed employment on the railroad in
the western section of Cecil Coun-
ty. He said ‘‘the railroad workers
of Perryville and vieinity know
that when business is prosperous
they have more work and better
wages on the railroad because the

railroads have more freight in good
times, but when they are hauling

less freight there is, of course.
wide-spread unemployment and
distress among railroad workers in|
all classes.”’
