Representative Lewis prophesies that
Marvland voters wil resent Sen. Tyd-
ings statement that the President has
overstepped his autority in injecting
himself in to the Maryland primaries.
This was a high light in the Lewis radi»
broadcast, another being the assertion
that Sen. Tydings expected to scare
the President, or arouse enough res-
entment on the part of the Maryland
voters to keep the President out of the
State.

After stating that he was not urg
by the President, to run for the Sen-
atorship, he declared the President
knew nothing of it, until Lewis himself
advised Roosevelt.
