From the bank of the canal a tane-
led mass of steel is seen, it lays partly
above the water, twisted and broken;
the abutments giving evidence of the
terrible strain when the bridge fell,
leaving a mass of wreckage that will
stop all traffic for several weeks at
least, and on this, one of our most
traveled water routes. The movement
of traffic has grown so fast since the
canal was widened and deepened that
the monthly total ran close to 700
vessels as reported recently.

The greatest inconvenience will not
be to the waterborne traffic however

for that can be re-routed without
discommoding the le of this sec-
tion too much, but road traffic

problem is quite a2 lot more import-
ant and harder to take care of, as it
affects the dual highway both up and
