Test For Wool Fleece
Sought

From 30 to 70 percent of the

weight of wool fleeces as they are
shorn from the sheep is foreign mat-
ter. The Bureau of Agricultural Eco-
nomics points out that the wide vari-
ation in the quantity of clean wool a
fleece will produce after scouring
makes it difficult to judge the market
value of grease wool.
Under present methods of buying at
country points, each buyer makes his
own aopraisal or shrinkage by the
general appearance or “‘feel” of the
wool. The Bureau says that such an
and places the producer at a disad-
appraisal is little more than a guess
vantage since he is usually less com-
petent than the buyer to estimate
shrinkage correctly.

To make it easier for both the pro-
ducer and the buyer to better judge
the market value of fleece wools,
Government research workers—with
the aid of a newly epuipped wool
scouring laboratory at Washington—
are attempting to develop a simpli-
fied method for determining “shring-
age.” They are attempting to develop
a method for determining—from sam-
ples—the actual shrinkage that will
take place in large lots of fleece wools

In the past sample tests have varied
widely from the actuali{fibre outturn
of larger lots. It is to ect sample
tests so they will represent actual
shrinkage, that these scouring tests
have been undertaken.
