Take, for one, Mr. van Passen’s story of why Mussolini was allowed
to swallow Ethiopia. It was not, as some of us were led to believe, be-
cause the League of Nations was too weak to order drastic measures
against an aggressor, or because certain of the Versailles powers had a
éuilty conscience over swindling Italy out of her share of loot after the
World War, or even because imperialist-capitalist interests preferred
not to run the risk of stirring up social revolution in Rome. Mr. van
Paassen regards these interests as unscrupulous indeed and feels that
they are in large measure responsible for everything that is wrong in
the world today or has been wrong for the past twenty years. But in
the Ethiopian crisis they were, though no fault of their own, innocent
Mussolini went his way by no less authority than that of the French

Government—in exchange for a favor granted.
This favor was granted in 1934. In the Summer of that year, it will

be recalled, Hitler flew to Venice to confer with Mussolini. He whisp-
ered at that meeting, Mr. van Paassen now reveals, that he was about

the population of Paris to death—all this without 2 word of warning
to the French or even a prearranged “incident.” Mussolini “indign-
antly” refused to have anything to do with such a plan, and, as soon

as he was able to, reported it by telephone to a French Deputy who

To keep pace with the demand
for new hill biily songs, he turned
them out so rapidly that he became
known among music publishers as
the one-man music factory. Fre-
quently he composed at a few
hours’ notice three or four songs
which he telephoned from Mem-
phis to the recording studios in
New York.

Miller became permanently estab-
lished in New York City in 1922,
and now for a dozen years has con-
ducted his own publishing house.
