Hints to Gardeners
by Gilbert Bentley

Rock Garden Flowers

OU want your rock garden to

boecome more beautiful ax time

goosn on. To achleve this, grow a

variety of carefully selected peren-

nials. Care for them as carefully as
you select them,

By growing and spreading from
year Lo year, perennials fill the
chinks and spaces, taking away the
newness. They give the pleasing
effect of having been there for a
long time.

Following Is a list of 24 peren-
nials excellently suited to the rock
garden: Hardy alyssum, anenome
(or wind flower), columbine, arabis
or rock cress, armeria, butterfly
wildflower, aubrietin, English daisy
or bellix perennis, harebell (or cam-
panula carpatica), Siberian wall-
flower, snow- insummer, hardy pink,
liver balsam, baby's breath, coral
bells or heuchera, Kenilworth vy,
linum (or flax), forget-me-not,
Japanese bellflower (or platyeodon),
lceland poppy, hardy primrose or
primula, buttercup or ranunculus,
stonecrop or sedum acre, and viola
cornutn,

Mosl rock garden perennials
bloom in spring and early summer,
presenting only folilage effects the
remairder ol the season. There are
many appropriate annuals that may
he waed to Keep the rock garden in
flower from June to October. An-

" nuals are alzo helpful for securing

color and follage masses during the
firat season or two of a rock garden,
when perennials are not yet well
established. Annuals are also useful
for coverifig any bare spots which
IMay appear.

The list of annuals suitable for
the rock garden includes the follow-
ing: Sand verbena, floss flower or
ageratum, sweet alyssum, brachy-
come or swan river daisy: China
pink, African daisy, California
poppy. lobelia celestial, lobelia true
blue, ice plant, dew plant, baby blue
eyes, harcbell phacelia, phlox drum-
mondil, moss rose or portulaca;

man’s orchid or schizanthus; thun-

begia or blackeyed susan. sea
lavender or statice; verbena and
Virginian stock.
