The National debt is now at the $40,000,000,000 level. The
present legal limit to which it can grow is $45,000,000,000. Current
budget estimates will carry the debt to within an eyelash of the $45
billion figure by next year.

Even if a new limit is not sought at the next session ol Congress
there is not much to cheer about in the present situation. The debt
has to be paid, and it can be paid only through taxation.

But there is no assurance that a higher debt limit will not be
asked for next year. In fact, all indications point toward a bigger debt.
This indication comes from the apparent Washington policy of “let’s
spend and spend and spend some more.”

It is about time for economy ‘to be made a word of actuality
and action instead of just a sevdm-letter word that sounds good in
conversation. It is past time for a recognigion of the fact that you
can’t spend a country out of debt and depression.
