BRAIN TRUSTERS AT WORK

There was moré than a little humor-in the calling in by some of
the Capital’s brain trusters recently of one of the nation’s foremost
private accountants to whom it assigned the task of preparing a defi-
aition on manufacturing costs in connection with one of the many
scrutinies being made into American business. After puzzling for a
moment or two the accountant said he considered the task too great
a one to accomplish offhand and asked for some time to prepare it.
Several days later he forwarded his dofinition to Washington. It had
been carefully prepared and comprised between 200 and 300 words.

Annoyed, the brain trusters returned it to him and insisted that he
put the definition in not more that two sentences. They told him if he

could not do it they would have to do it themselves. The prominent
accountant informed them, however, that he felt he knew his busi-
mess and was certain the definition could not be arbitarily written in
less space than thac which he had used. To date the brain trusters
have not produced a definition on the subject in line with their speci-
fications.

Government Paternalism Not Needed

Farmers in the “old dominion” have been making an excellent

record in solving their milk marketing problems, according to an

article in the Dairymen’s League News.
During 1938, in Richmond, Virginia, there was universal coopera-

tion between producer and distributor—and it was achieved without
help from ¢ ither the state or federal governments. The farmers were
represented by a Cooperative Milk Producers’ Association which sat
down with representatives of distributors and thrashed out issues. The
result: A stable and orderly market during the éntire year, with sales
increasing. A four-year-old federal license plan was voluntarily dropped
by the farmers.

Dealers and farmers likewise worked together and shared the
costs of a successful publicity and advertising campaign to increase
consumer demand.

There’s a good example here for farmers in other areas who want
to stand on their own feet and make progress. As the News observes,
“If producers would cooperate 100 per cent or even 85 per cent in
their own cooperative marketing organization, we would not need
either state or federal control.” |

TOTALITARIAN “EFFICIENCY” JUST A
DREAM

Many claims are heard nowadays that dictator countries are
performing miracles of industrial production, while democracies lag
behind.

Those assertions can seldom be tested by figures, but a “yard-
stick” for one of them ‘was provided this week by a Dpartment of
Commerce report.

It says that autemobile production in Germany “increased slightly™
from 267,000 cars in 1937 to 278,000 in 1938 and truck production
rose even less, from 60,000 to 61,000.

In 1938 the United States produced 2,000,985 cars and 488.650
trucks. To equal that record in proportion to its population, Germany
would have had to produce at least 1,000,000 cars and 250,000 trucks.
Actually, it produced about one-fourth thft, many.

This is a fair test of dictatorship “eficiency,” because Hitler
started out several years ago, with a blare of publidt‘y, to make 2
cheap “people’s car” which would put millions of Germans on wheels.

Yet Germany’s automobile production made almost no gain last
year, and is not even in sight of the annual production figures of
democratic Uncle Sam.
