DRIED EGGS: It’s largely thanks to this industry that we can
take a package of prepared pancake flour, add a little water, and in
half 2 minute have a Grade-A batter.

Prior to the Sino-Chinese War, drying eggs was almost exclusi-
vely a Chinese industry, with America consuming most of her pro-
duct. Now, with imports cut down to a small fraction of former
totals, American egg-drying factories have started up in most of the
large egg-raising areas of the United States.

Egg yolks are dried by forcing them through a nozzle under high
pressure into a heated chamber. There, in spray form, they drift
Jown to the bottom and become powder for shipment.

Egg whites are usuale dried by laying out in large pans where,
ander slow heat for several days, they dry into crystal flakes.

Chief markets for dried yolks: ice cream manufacturers, bakeries,

manufacturers of prepared cake, doughnut, and pancake flours.
Chief market for dried egg whites: the candy industry.
