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During the first quarter of this year, ordinary life insurance in
force in the United States increased by more than half a billion dollars.
bringing the total past the $76,000,000,000 mark.

Don’t think of that simply in terms of dollars. Think of it in
terms of human security; of old age made bappy: of dependents
protected financially; of homes built and business maintained and
children educated. Think of it in terms of human values.

Then you will get some idea of what life insurance—the greatest
