In
spite of the heavy opposition, he
steamed into the straits past the
blazing shore batteries and engaged
the three vessels.

The first fire of the Wyoming sank
two of the ships and then silenced
the third. This allowed McDougal
to'turn his attention to the batteries
along the shore. Reversing his
course through the straits, he delib-
erately invited continued fire, but si-
lenced all the Japanese guns.

Had this incident occurred at any
other time than when attention was
centered on Gettysburg and Vicks-
