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GREEN LIGHT

On June §, the Supreme Court of the United States handed down

a decision of immense significance to the farmers of America.

The decision upheld the constitutionality of a  Federal-State

marketing agreement, established by the producers of the Ncw York
milk shed in 1938, designed to further the development of agricul-

tural marketing cooperation, and to aid the farmer in getting a fair

price for his milk.

The fact that the highest court in the land has thus definitely
and finally upheld this policy will give the farm marketing cooperative
movement a strong impetus. Its importance is not limited to New
York—other groups of farmers, in other states, face the same market-
ing and price problems.

So marketing cooperation, under fair laws, has been given the
green light., The rest is up to the farmers themselves—for after all,
it will be their own work, rather than political charity which will

win the day for them.

“An increase in national income to $80,000,000,000 of present-

day dollars would amount to a ‘real’ income in terms of 1929 prices
of over 95 billions, or 15 per cent more than ever in that boom year.

Some Business, Movies

An average of 88,000,000 persons throughout the United States,
and 226,000,000 throughout the world, attend motion picture theatres
weekly. In the United States the average general admission is 23
cents. Capital investment in the film industdy is $3,000,000,000, of
which $2,000,000,000 is in this country. The 283,000 employed in
the industry are divided as follows: production, 28,5 00—weckly pay-
roll of $1,750,000; distribution, 13,500— weekly payroll $526,000;
exhibition, 241,000—weckly payroll $5,375,000.

Some 585 pictures are made each year at a total cosy of about
$162,000,0000. There are 665 actors holding term contracts with
major studios, while contract directors number 174 and writers, 357.
The average number of extras given employment daily is 963. Ap-
proximately 276 industries and crafts are involved in the making of a
single motion picture.

Of the world total of 90,334 motion picture theacres, 18,182
are in the United States. In Europe there are 59,187, of which 26,000
are in Russia, 6,174 in Germany, 5,000 in England, 4,900 in Italy,
4,500 in France, and 3,500 in Spain. Of the 5,174 in Latin America,
1,246 are in Brazil, 1,115 in Mexico, and 1,021 in Argentina. Japan
has 1717 and Australia 1,541 of the 5,834 in the Far East. Canada
has 1,121, and Alaska 23.

In the United States, the state with the largest number of the-
atres is naturally New York with 1,474, having a seating capacity
of 1,403,728 persons. Second is Pennsylvania with 1,302 movie the-
atres, third Illinois with 1,090 and fourth Texas 'with 1,035. The
state of Delaware has the fewest theatres—35. Next comes Nevada
with only 44 theatres, and third from the bottom is Wyoming where
mot®n picture houses number 55
