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DEMOCRACY - WHITHER?

To the oldsters,
the lips and lives of their fathers, the present lack of cohesion seems
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whose democracy came down through
to many of them to presage the dissolution and death of the party.
The former tenets of the party which stressed the hope of amelioration
of the worker and the liberalizing of a too stringent legalistic outlook
on the value of property, as opposed to the needs and rights of human-
ity, were basic. For many years the party fought for economy in
government, a reduction of monopoly, increased standards of living,
a gradual but sure bettering or human relationship, while wider

opportunity for the masses of the people was a basic concept.

Caught in the 1929 whirlpool of disaster and distress. deprived
of resources, jobs and hope, the democratic party with the assistance
of the hopeless in other parties concentrated and elected a Senate
and House membership with an unprecedented majority of democrats
to act in concert with a democratic President. During the first two
years this unwieldly majority acting under the stimulus of almost
umiversal fear, took over the banks and cleaned up the unsavory mess
that was the accumulated result of improper or inadequate govern-
ment supervision, passed a wage law of far reaching importance and
which contained the features necessary to safeguard the wage earner
in the future, and passed a bill to control the theft, corruption, graft
and crime due to an unregulated stock market, bringing all under
the care and supervision of the government for the benefit of the
common investor of the country. To obtain these benefits quickly and
completely both houses of Congress gave up temporarily their own
prerogatives into the hands of the President, in whom they had trust.

The speed and ease with which these issues of long standing need
and necessity were passed and the lack of consideration with which
money was appropriated, drew, as is usual, a curse of demands on the
treasury for every conceivable promotion, either justified or otherwise
and produced a torrent of log rolling measures, more for the benefit
of political beneficiaries than for the good of the country. At this
point the spirit of thrift and economy bred in the heart, brain and lives
of these older democrats took alarm and many stout hearted patriots
tried to stop the flood of money spending projects.

Surrounding the President and chosen by him as those most con-
genial to him both personally and politically, were many young inex-
perienced and visionary dreamers whose council was “spending and
more spending,” “jobs and more jobs.”

A rift grew up in the democratic ranks, it is spreading, and loosing
those close hamonious ties which bound democrats to each other, due to
similarity in ideals and aims.

Today the rifc has widened and we find our party with the hope

for unity, but with more and more dissimilar aims driving the party
INto two camps.

To the older members who from a lifetime of experience value
security and happy living, the recent economic trend of the administra-
tion creates acute alarm and threatens disaster. To the new untried,
theory ridden younger element, in their youth and ignorance of

human nature, the “take 2 chance policy,” or the “shoot the works”
method seems all right. ‘

But a united democracy only, can control the party, and con-

solidate the gains already made. Our present need is some method of
controlling the opportunists and the return to the country of faith in

country and in our government. None so well able, none so eager, none
more capable of this result, than a unified democracy.
