The plan re-
ocmmended includes the diversion of
approximately 10,000,000 bushels of
apples from sales for fresh consump-
tion into commercial by-products or
outlets and further recommends that |
the FSCC make arrangements to pur-
chase from individual growers a
quantity of apples equivalent to tl'!e
quantity diverted from the fresh fruit
market. |

Mr. Cobb stated that while no
purchases under the plan could be

made before October 1, growers
could divert apples of marketable

grades anytime after September 18
and qualify for ligibility for FSCC
purchase allotments. He pointed out
that the burden of proof of diversion
wouyld rest with the growers.
