September 30 Maryland’s Unemploy-
mengy Compensation Board had in its
reserve fund the sum of $13,750,-
467. A year previous it was only $8,-
129,295, accompanied by a heavy
drain due to the great number of
claims for unemploymens benefits.
Payment of contributions by em-
ployers for the third quarter of this
year will not be due until October
20. On that date will begin a further
increase in the reserve fund, all of
which is devoted to the payment of
unemployment benefits.
