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are due to the fac} that advertising
is often used to offer an idea, prod-
uct or service that is not interest-
ing to the public or because the
new idea is not kept before the pub-
lic for a long enough period of time
for consumers to thoroughly under-
stand and appreciate it.

Twenty years ago a large insur-
ance company spent a large sum of
money offering a new type of policy.
Results were not satisfactory and
the officers of the company said,
““Advertising of insurance is a fail-
‘ure; and .we ,will. never spend an-
other penny in.advertising.”” It was
later lea aed that the policy offered
in the advertising was not popular
and five years later had completely
disappeared from the insurance
business.
