a very simple device. When shak-
ing hands with any man or woman,
over fifty, he usually asked, ‘““How
is the old trouble?’’ When this was
said in just the right confidential
tone the voter invariably gave de-
fails about some past illness and
praised the President’s memory and
thoughtfulness forever after.

A former bellboy became manag-
er of an important hotel chiefly be-
cause he trained himself to remem-
ber names and faces of thousands
of guests. Retail sales people can-
not be* expected ‘to remember all
customers. But in training them-
selves to remember even a rea-
sonable percentage of their custom-
ers, they will be using a powerful
force for turning casual purchasers
into regular customers.

Marshal Foch Believed

Napoleon Was Superior

LONDON.—Early in 1921, a few
weeks before the centenary of Na-
poleon’s death, Wickham Steed, fa-
mous journalist and former editor of
the London Times, asked Marshal
Foch (who knew more about Na-
poleon than any of the other Allied
generals) whether he thought Na-
poleon would have done better than
he had as commander in chief of the
Allied and Associated armies in the
closing period of the war, or wheth-
er modern conditions would have
made Napoleon look small.

“Foch answered,” says Mr. Steed
(in his book, ‘““The Press’’) “‘that he
had often put this very question to
himself when he passed before Na-
poleon’s tomb at the Invalides dur-
ing the war, and had come to the
corclusion that Napoleon’s infinite
capacity for taking pains would have
enabled him to master modern war
conditions in about six weeks. Then,
said Foch, ‘he would have invented
some new tricks, found some new
dodge, and would have knocked the
astonished enemy head over
heels.” ”
