average value $£35.69 per ton. With no means
of comparison, this would be quite indefinite,

80 we give the feeding value of timothy hay,

Cultivation of Wheat.

To test the cffect of cultivation upon wheat
A trinl was made at the experimental farm st
Lexington, Kentucky. Piots of 1x40 sacres
cach were planted fourteen inches apart,
seven were nltivaled and seven were not,
andonly twoofthie ploisshowed nn increase of
grain by cultivation and thus an iucrease of
straw. ‘Theaverage of ull the plots showed a
less quantity of both graio sud straw in the
cultivated plots than in the uucultivated, &
fuct which, somewhat surprising, should be
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
