Increasing the Daty on Tin.
If apything were needed to convinee the

public that the revision of the tariff made |

by the Republican Senate is in the inter-
est of certain classess and not of the peo-
ple In general, it will be found in the action
of that body, last week, in increasing the
duty on tin-plate from 1 to 215 cents per
pound. If this amendment should be approv-
ed in the House it will be a severe blow to
the canning interests of Marylaud, by greatly
increasing the cost of packing goods. It is
true the canner can add this increased ex-
pense to the price of Lis goods, but experience
has shown that increased prices above a cer
tain point lessen the consumption of canned
goods. The Mills taritl bill rightly put tin
on the free list. No tin is mined in this coun-
try and therefore there i2 no tin industry here
to protect. Besides the government does not
need the amount collected in this way to add
to its already overflowing trecasury. It is
therefore a useless tax on every family in the
land in which tin ware or canned goods are
used,

The proposed increase of duty, according
to Mr. E 5. Judge, of the Baltimore 7rade,
“means an increase of 10 cents per dozen of
N0, 3's, or 3-pound cans, or almost a cent a
can. The apparent increase is about 6 cents,
but the manufacturer in this general rise will
have an opportunity to make s cent, and will
do it. The packer and the handlers, or mid-
dle-men, will do likewise. As soon as thke

packer raises the price of his No. 3 cans of

tomatoes or corn above §1 per dozen the de-
mand is going to fall off one-third, if not one-

half, and this is proved by an experience of

of several vears, during which 1 have scen
the price of tomatoes go above §1 per dozen
cans, and immediately the demand would fall
off, At a dollar a dozen, a ean of corn or to-
matoes can be sold profitably at 10 cents, al
lowing a profit of 20 cents a dozen to the re-
tailer.”

“Not only the canners but the farmers also
are interested in this question, #ince the can-
ner must depend largely upon the farmer for
his canning produce, and wlhalever tends lo
embarrass the canniog jnterests is a blow at
the farmer likewise.

The Corn Pack of 1888

The total outpat of corn in 1888, sccording
to the G rocer, reaches 3,491 474 cases, against
2 311,424 in 1887, an increase of 1,180,050
cases. ‘The average annual pack for 1885,
1886 and 1837, was 1,699 444 cascs, so that
the pack of 18588 is more than double the
average annual supply for three years past.
The pack in Maryland and Virginia is esti-
mated at 1,037 450 cases, of which only 30,
000 cases were put up in Virginia.

“These figures are sufficient to indicate why
canned corn is a drug upon the market, and
yet with this immense supply there is at the
moment an absolute scarcity of canned corn
of extra quality. At the present writing
there is a ditference in quotations between
corn of inferior quality and the highest grades
of 90 cents per dozen, or more than the cost
of packing a good article. There are lots on
offer from 50 to 65 ecents per dozen, and yet
there is an unsatisfied demand for choice
quality under favorite labels at'$1.25 per doz-
en At the packing house. This is a signifi-
cant condition of the market which should en-
force upon all puckers that quatity s the chief
consideration, and not quantity.
