The stock In trade consisted of rum, Rrocerios,
crockery and hardware, but there appears to
have been no dry goods sold,

It was not unusual to sell several hogsheads of
rum inoneday, cspecially during huarvest, us
two farmers would buy & hogshead snd esch
take one<half of i1,

‘This store not only furnished the community
With their necessary supplies, but also atforded
a market for their grain.

John stump, Jr., shipped from this place to
Henry Hollingsworth, st Blk farm, Ausust 1st.
1774, 1o August I7th, 1776, 13,494 bushiela of whea!,
Amounting to L3800, The most of this wheat
was probably delivered on horseback, as it was |
generally received in small quantitivs.
