VioLaTiONS OoF THE LIQUOR

a—

The bill proposes that tin, now taxed 33
per cent ., shall be taxed 70 per cent,, for the
benefit of a few capitalists who would make
large profits by the increased tariff. This
would appear to be an lnsufficient reason.—
Tin is an article of universal use. Millions of |
cans are made of it, and an increased cost of
tin means smaller profits to the canners, whose |
industry is already suffering—many canners
being compelled to eell their goods at less
than the cost of packing them. Besldes, tin
is used on the roof of the poor man's dwelling,
in his kitchen and in bis dinner-pail. Why,
therefore, should the whole country be taxed
$15,000,000 a year to enable these capitalists
to make more money ! Another argument
used by the monopolists in favor of the tio
tax is that a bigh tariff would stimulate the
search for tin mines in this country and
eventually enable us to do without foreign
tin. In other words, the people are to be
taxed to create a monopoly in tin.

The Senate bill also reduces the duty on
sugar and proposes Lo pay SUgar growers a
bounty. The Philadelphia 7imes raises the
point that if bounties are to pald to sugar
growers, why should they not also be paid to
the wheat growers of the Atlantic States,
who cannot compete with the free and fertile
lands of the far West? The favors of the

government should be equally distributed.
