If this plan could be adopted, the roads
made sufficiently high in the middle, and
the old-fashioned ditch on the side aband-
oned, I am convinced the improvement
would soon beocome apparent.

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THE ROCK HALL FIRE.

IHHOW A DEED OF CHARITY BROUGHT DIS-
ASTER IN ITS WAKE—A STORY OF
MISFORTUNE.

[Special to the Balto. American.)

RocK HALL, KENT COUNTY, MD., May
7.—The recent total destruction by fire
of the fine old mansion of A. P. Sharpe,
Esq., at this place, has attached to it a
narrative of a good deed that had an un-
fortunate result, It is a story of true
charity, exhibited by two persons to a
family cast loose upon the mercies of the
world and absolutely in desperate need.
It commences upon a cold and dreary
day in March last, and ends with the
burning of the Rock Hall mansion, On
the former day the master of one of the
small fishing and oyster boats that ply
the Chesapeake was accosted on a wharf
at Baltimore by a stranger. who told a
pitiful tale. He bad cultivated a farm
in Virginia until January, and by the
great floods at that time had lost every-
thing. The waters in their sweep over
his lands had made a literal desolation
of them. With his prospects there ru-
ined he had removed to Baltimoie with
his tamily, consisting of a wife and two
children, and sought for employment.
He failed as so many have failed before
himn, and when he related his bitter ex-
perience to the captain his last dollar
had been spent and starvation stared
him in the face. The masterof the little
craft was blessed with a heart as kind
as his exterior was rough. The Virgin-
jan thought that if he could reach the
agricnltural districts of the State his
knowledge of farm*'ng might procure him
work and wages, and the captain at once
offered him free passage to the Eastern
Shore, whither the vessel was bound.
and so into the confined cabin, just large

 enough for two births, a stove and a ta-

ble, the whole party was ushered, and on
that stormy afternoon of March they sel
sail. The captain took them to his home,
which is among a settlement of oyster-
men in Kent county, and there he and
his wife did everything possible to make
themn comfortable,

True to his resolution, the unfortu-
nate Virginian started out immediately
to look for employment, and his path
took him to the door of Rock Hall. Ile
told his pitiful story to Mr. Sharpe, ask-
ing for work and for shelter for himself
and family. Mr, Sharpe was so [avora-
bly impressed with the straightforward-
ness and evident honesty of the appli-
cant that he immediately offerel him
rooms in his house, and gave him per-
mission to bring in what few articles of
household furuiture he possessed, Tru-
ly they were few in number. There was
not among them a bed to lie upon, or a
table to eat from. Stoves were put up
and mattresses procured, and in an hour
the destitute family were snugly housed
and rejoicing over the kindness that had
been shown. Poorly as they were clad,
they gave evidgnce of cultivation and re-
finement. The father was an educated
man, the children were a pretty girl of
nine years of age, and the boy a clever,
bright lad of twelve. The mother was a
handsome woman,and was far advanced
in a condition that rendered her liable to
become an object of tender nursing at
any day. As soon as they had become
settled under the hospitable roof which
sheltered them they made their rooms
