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EvVIDENTLY there is a storm brewing
in Europe. The danger signals are out
in every direction. The Emperor of Ger-
many rephes Lo the shot which Iloedel
tired at him with a broadside at the Social
Democrats. Their societies are to be
suppressed and their newspapers seized,
without previous judicial sanction, and
their numbers and disciples may be im-
prisoned without being condemned in the
courts. Thisis only one sign of the times.
Since the episode of Vera Zassulitch,trial
by jury for politicul offenses has been
suspended by Russia and the old secret
police are busily a% work again in the old
way, with wholesale secret arrests and
exportations to Siberia without trial. In
the mearnwhile this sort of treatment does
not put down Nihilism nor check the
growth of seciet societies whose ultimate
aim and object is.unquestionably com-
munistic dJemocracy. Russia, in fact, is
reeking with elements such as those
which broke out in the great French rev-
olution in 1789, and this is whbhat the
Czar’'s empire will probably come to,
sooner or later. England is agitated with
labor strikes and troubles which burst in-
to flames in the shape of riots in the Lan-
cashire district. Ireland has her griev-
ances, and the land question and the
Church question will soon come to the
front in Great Britain, to be agitated
with a partisan fervor such as was never
known in the days of Catholic Emancipa-
tion, the reform aund Chartism. Xven
France, in spite of her late terrible strug-
gle with socialism run mad, is threatened
with a renewel of the poison, Italy isnot
free from these intransigeant troubles.—
There is a workingmen’s outbreak in
Milan, and the present King’s Cabinet 1s
composed of representatives of that ex-
treme Left who would find it easy to be-
come republicans if the opportunity
served them. 1t is impossible to look
over the whole field of Europe and con-
sider all these various elements of distur-
bance without feeling the apprehension
that the whole continent is in danger of
turbulent times, times of upheaval and
revolution, such as may break out at any
moment and, before things are adjusted,
pull down every thorne and wreck every
dynasty now reigning.—Balto. Bulletin.
