Skriovs AccIDENT.—A serious and painful
accident occured to Mr, John Emory, of Wil.
liam, last Tuesday morning on his farm in
Spaniard’s Neck, which in its sequence may
prove a life long injury to Me. Emory. It ap.
pears that Mr. Emory was about to introduce a
mower in his flelds, and that while the machine
was getting ready for being put in motion, he
stood at the horses heads to prevent them start-
ing before the preparations were completed—
inadvertently standing on the inside and at the
head of the horse hitched nearest the knives.
When the machine was ready for operation, Mr.
Emory let go the horses and started them off,
but before he could clear the swath cut by the
mower, the knives had caught him, striking his
left leg at the ankle joint and cutting the joint
entirely in two, Assistance was immediately
summoned and the professional services of Drs,
James Bordley and Samuel T. Earle were
brought into reequisition, who on examination
discovered the accident to be of the most serious
complexion, the cut being in such a place and
among 0 many important tendons and muscles
that a perfect and permanent cure, leaving the
limb in as good a condition as before, is almost
impossible. On examination it was ascertained
that a great many of the muscles and tendons
were lacerated and cut in two and the long bone
entirely severed. The limb was treated to the
best advantage, and barring the probability of
permanent stiffness of the ankle joint, a speedy
recovery of Mr. Emory is expected.

At a meeting of the New York Associated
Press Thursday, Mr. Erastus Brooks offered an
eloguent tribute to the memory of the late Wm.

four per cent. bonds now authorized by law to
be issued, and that on and after October 1, 1878,
said notes shall be receivable for duties on im-
ports. That portion of the bill, as it came from
the House, providing for the repeal of the specie
resumption act, forbidding the retirement of
United States notes, etc , was stricken out, the
latter subject being covered by another bill
which recently passed.

Margaret (Wilson) Black, was the daughter of
John and Mary (Perkins) Wilson. John Wil-
son was the son of George and Margaret (Hall)
Wilson, of Castle Cairy, and the grandson of
Hon. George and Mary (Kennard) Wilson,
of Broad Oak. Hon, George Wilson represented
Kent county in the Legislature of Maryland,
from 1728 to 1747, and died in 1748; he was
the son of James Wilson, of Old Field Point,
Kent county, Md., a native of Scotland, who
died at an advanced age, in 1784, Mrs. Mary
sJPt-rkim) Wilson was the daughter of Thomas
erkins, of the White House, (an estate which
has also been held by the deceased and his ma-
ternal ancestors for more that a century and a-
half) in Kent county, Md., the son of Daniel
and Susannah (Starton) Perking, who married
Ann Hansgon, the daughter of Judge Frederick
Hanson, of Kent county, Md., the son of Col,
Hans Hanson, of Kimhoitou, who was lineally
descended, through Col. Hanson, of the Swed-
ish army, from Roger de Rastrick, who was
seated at Rastrick,in the Parish of Halifak, York
county, England, in the year 1251, Descended
from four of the ancient and leading families of
Kent county, and inheriting many of the vir-
tues of his ancestors, the d was one of
her sons of whom Maryland may be
proud.
