ers himself liable to the penalty of the law, |
am sure this provision in the collector’s oath is
not generally known, or fully realized by the
collectors themselves generally. It is a most
admirable provision in the law, and now that it
is known, those who are interested in the prompt
payment of the public funds should sce that itis
faithfully observed, JEEMES.
