The_;}ﬁmi of Butter,

A professor in an agricultural college
of Denmark says :—

Is ‘the aroma of butter due to aro-
matic principles pre-existing in the
milk, or not? According to the gener-
ally received opinion, the aromatic
principles of butter already exist in the
milk as given by the cow, and pass
from the milk into the cream, and from
the cream into the butter, unless they
be destroyed by chemical decomposition
during the process of cream-raising or
ot churning. My experience does not
confirm this opinion. On the contrary,
it puts it beyond a doubt that the aro-
matic principles of butter do not exist
in natural milk, and that it is the de-
composition of the principles of this
latter—probably of even utterly inodor-
ous principles—that gives rise to the
aroma of butter. If the temperature
of the milk when set for cream be from
10 degrees to 12 degrees C. (50 degrees
to H3.6 degrees F.) or more, it decom-
poses, forming lactic acid and several
other new principles, among them aro-
matic principles; and it needs but to
churn the cream to obtain an aromatic
butter. If, on the other hand, the
temperature of the milk at such time
be near freezing point, the decomposi-
tion necessary for the production of
aromatic principles is held in check,
and, consequently, the aroma of butter
obtained from fresh cream is so feeble

that it is not perceptible to persons |

accustomed to butters prepared as
above indicated, in the same way as

French butters are made at present. |

But if it be desired to obtain a more
aromatic butter, all that is required 1s
to place the cream in circumstances
favorable for lactic fermentation, and a
few hours will produce the required
result.  In either case, the aroma
formed may be more or less agreeable :
that all depends on the fundamental
principles of the milk, on the quantity
of the principles necessary for the for-
mation of aromatic principles that is
present, and on the method of manipu-
lation employed. In either case, again,
the appearance of aromatic principles
is accompanied by that of lactic acid.
Whether the aromatic principles sought
for in butter are produced by lactic
fermentation, by a simultaneous general
fermentation, or by several fermenta-
tions combined. I do not know. In
ractice it will often be noticed that
actic fermentation is accompanied by
alcoholic fermentation, and even by
butvric fermentation. What then is
chemical composition of the aromatic
prineiple so much admired in butter?
Is it an aleohol, a compound ether, or
perhaps even a fatty acid, nauseous in
a state of concentration, but agreeable
in a more moderate form ? I know not.
The fact that the valued aroma soon
becomes rancid, and that it is always
met with in conjunction with fatty
matters, leads one to suppose that there
is some relation between the fatty acids
and the aroma. 7To solve this interest-
ing question, eclaborate experiments
would be required ; but meanwhile this
is certain : that without decomposition
there is no aroma, at least no aroma in
the ordinary sense of the word. Such
are the observations on the aroma of
butter which I made in the course of
my teaching at the dairy attached to
the Copenhagen Royal Agiicultural
College some few years ago.
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To Suppress Running Weeds.

A writer in the Country Gentleman
SAyS :— |

A gentleman whose door-yard had
become infested with the running plant
commonly known as ‘‘moneywort,”
and to botanists as Lysimac/hia nuwmn-
mularia, remarked to us: **1 would
gladly give two hundred dollars to be
rid of that weed, for it is driving the
grass from the lawn, and I cannot kill
it. Hoeing it up only increases the
growth.?”’

Another owner of a handsome resi-
dence said that one of the worst weeds
he met with was the Vinea minor, or
periwinkle, often called myrtle, which
egradually spread over his grounds
without his being able to check it.
These are both running plants, which
root freely from their prostrate stems,
and thus the whole surface is gradually
covered by them to the exclusion of
grass and everything else. The owners
have asked us for a remedy, and we
propose therefore to give a few general
and particular directions, applicable to
these and all other weeds of a similar
character,

All plantsare killed if excluded during
their growing season from air and light.
With nuurlf! all, a few months are
sufficient. If kept constantly buried
they are eflectually destroyed in one
season. DBut most people do the work
at the halves; they are kept well under
most of the time, but occasionally
allowed to peep above ground, take
breath, and start off' again with vigor,
A very few small leaves are suflicient
to send new life down through all the
roots. This was the reason the gentle-
man above mentioned did not kill his
patch of moneywort by hoeing. This is
the reason that so many fail in attempt-
ing Lo destroy patches of Canada thistle,
snapdragon and quack grass. The
plants are allowed repeatedly to recover
what they have lost. Canada thistles
turned under deeply with the plow, by

the 1st of June or sooner, and after- |

wards often enough to prevent a single
green point from coming to the surface,
will be forever and eflectually killed by
the 1st of October, as we have satisfac-
torily proved on more than one occasion,
We have seen farmers attempt the same
treatment on quack grass, but the

entirely failed for want of thnmugﬁ
work. DBut those who have taken hold
of this weed and kept it always under
have succeeded without difficulty, of

which some iuteresting instances might
be cited.

But in established lawns and door-
yards the plow and harrow cannot be
introduced. The work must be done
by hand. The owner of a lawn wishes
advice how to treat a patch of an invet-
erate running weed which has taken
possession of a portion of his handsome
grounds. Probably the easiest way
would be to trench under the whole, so
as to throw all the plants with every
portion of their roots, deeply under the
soil, and then turf the surface. It will
of course be absolutely necessary not to
allow a single fragment of the weed to
escape, or else the trouble will soon be
as bad as ever. Ifthe roots run too deep
to be thoroughly treated in this way, a
few inches of the surface may be re-
moved and carted to some place where
no harm can be done, and then the
whole surface effectually covered with
tarred felt, such as builders use. The
tar will prevent the weecs from pushin
through. Then over this a coat o
earth and a covering of turf may be
laid. It may be that some Kind of
coarse paper or pasteboard, not tarred,

might be used in sufficient layers to
exclude the passage of the plants, and
to rot by the second year and prevent
the drouth which would occur with an
impervious stratum a few inches below
the surface.

In the early part of the present cen-
tury, when the Canada thistle was
spreading into some of the States where
it was unknown before, it excited great
alarm, and land-owners very properly
attempted to extirpate it before it ob-
tained large possession of their farms,
They began by digging itup. But this
process only cut the roots into pieces,
cach of which sent up a new plant.
Others resorted to plowing, with similar
want of success. It was discovered
that the roots ran down into the sub-
s0il, in some instances several feet, and
attempts were made, with incredible
labor, to dig down and follow every
root. But some were broken off and
left behind, and the result was failure.
It would have been immeasurably
easier, and at the same time effectual,
if the weed had been smothered at the
surface. Plowing under is better than
attempting to destroy them with the
hoe, because when turned in deeply,
some weeks are required to reach the
surface, and if the plowing is repeated
in time,they are kept continually smoth-
ered, With the hoe, the surface only is
reached, and the plants cut off to-day
may be again above ground to-morrow,
and no progress at all made in Kkilling
them,

Cheap Poultry Yard,

A farmer writes :—

Set posts firmly in the ground. six
feet high, cight feet apart. Take No. 9
wire, and stretch from post to post out-
side, fastening with staples made ol
wire driven into posts, Place three
wires one inch apart, one foot from the
ground ; another three at three feet ten
inches from the ground ; another three
at top of posts. Take common laths
and weave in, leaving three inches
space between sides of each. 'This
makes the fence four feet high. Then
take other laths, picket one end, and
chamfer the other like a chisel blade.
and interweave among the top wires |
then shove the chamfered edge down
beside the top of the bottom lath, lap-
ping under wires two inches, This
makes a cheap, durable, pretty fence,
that is seven feet and ten inches high,
and fowl-tigcht. Wires should be left
somewhat slack, as interweaving the
laths will take it up.

A Varor BaTin AT HOME.— A vapor
bath may be easily prepared by taking
a pail about half full of hot but not
quite boiling water, which may be
placed under a cane-bottom chair, if
one is at hand, or, if not, a narrow piece
of wood may be placed across the pail,
and the patient should sit on it for about
half an hour, with a blanket over his
shoulders, reaching to the tloor to keep
in the steam. Should any faintness be
felt, it is a sign that the water is too hot,
and the blanket may be laid open for a
short time to allow the steam to escape.
These simple remedies are within the
reach of every one, and if promptly
resorted to, on the first appearance of a
cold, will save many a dollar in doctor’s
bills.

BoiLiNG WATER.—It is a mistaken
idea that the boiling of water purifies
or renders it better for dietetic pur-
poses. The boiling water drives ofl the
carbonicacid gas, whichis one of its most
salubrious constituents, and it concen-
trates the impurities of water by driving
some off portion of pure water or steam.
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ORNAMENTAL FROSTING.—For this
purpose have syringes of diflferent sizes,
draw any one you may choose full of
icing, and work it in any tlesiﬁn you
may fancy. The cake must first be
covered with plain frosting, which ma
be white or colored—-pink, with powd-
ered cochineal; blue, with a little indigo;
brown, with a little chocolate linely
agrated; green, with a little spinach
juice,

CreaM MUFFINS,.—Mix one pint ot
sour cream (but not very sour), one pint
ot flour, three eggs, one teaspoonful of
salt, one half-teaspoonful soda or
saleratus, whites and yolks of eggs
beaten nemrawl’}r‘. Stir in the whites
the last thing. They are much nicer
baked in new cups, which can be
bought of a cheap kind, Wipe them
clean with adrycloth;neverwet or grease

them; in a short time the muffin will |

shine like varnish on the side next the
cup.

Hasuep MuTTON.--Cut the cold
mutton into slices as uniform as possi-
ble; tlour them, pepper and salt them,
put them into a stewpan, with some
gravy made of an onion stewed with
whole pepper and toasted bread, in a
pint of water, to which a httle walnut
catsup has been added-—-this gravy
should be stewed two hours before using
—do not let the hash boil; when it is
done, add a little thickening of butter,
flour and water, if required, and serve
up with slices of toasted bread.

A Cup oF COFFEE.—To make a cup
of good coffee an essential art is requi-
site. Many women who pride them-
selves, and justly, upon their skill fail
here. For early risers and those who
require an early breakfast there is a
mode of making coffee so generally
practised as to be almost universal in
this country, and that is simply to boil
the ground coffee for a few minutes,
and either settle the grounds with cold
water or give them time to settle gradu-
ally. This mode can be greatly im-
proved by corking the spout with a
cork, cloth or paper=, thus preventing
the escape of the steam, which arises
from the boiling coffee. By the escape
of the steam we lose much of the
aromatic flavor that renders coflee so
palatable, Let those who cook coffee
after this method try our plan, and they
will find a vast improvement. An
enminent chemist recommends the fol-
lowing as a favorite way of making
this now universal beverage: Three-
fourths of the coffee should be boiled
and the remaining fourth infused, after
which the whole should be mixed. By
this means both the strength and flavor
are increased. To preserve the flavor
of ground coflee it should be wet with
the syrup of sugar and then covered
with powdered sugar:in this way the
volatile parts ofthe coffee are prevented
from escaping. As heretofore said,
coffee, after being roasted, should be
kept excluded from the air and kept in
a dry place if not used at once, as it

absorbs from the atmosphere and gradu- |

ally loses its flavor.

Medicinal Plants in California.—It
has long been known that the climate
of our Pacific States offers singular ad-
vantages for the cultivation of certain
foreign plants from which valuable
medicines are extracted. It is only
quite recently, however, that the flora
of that coast has been specially studied
with a view to ascertain the economic
value. for medicinal purposes, of the
native plants. A chemist of Calitornia
has given this subject special attention,
and finds that there are many plants
there whole products are called for in
modern pharmacy. The Fucalyptus
globulus, the Yerba buena, and the
Canchalagua, are already widely known.
The Grindelia robusta, which grows
throughout the State, supplies a balsam
of the resinous character, most abun-
dant in the buds, but found in all the
As a cure for the
eruption occasioned by contact with
the ‘‘poison oak,”” the balsam is ac-
counted almost a specific. It 1is also
in demand in the Atlantic States as a
remedy for asthma and bronchial aflec-
tions. The leaves of the eucalyptus,
serving as the stufling of 2 pillow, have
been found beneficial in relieving neu-
ralgic headaches ; and a tincture pre-
pared from the leaves has a variety of
uses in medicine. One of the newest
of vegetable drugs is obtained from
Yerba santa, a shrub known also as
gum weed, mountain balsam, wild
peach and bears’ weed. The leaves
contain a resinous substance highly
spoken of as an ingredient in cough
mixture, and for the cure of bronchial
and laryngeal disorders. The collec-
tion am{ drying of medicinal plants in
California, for shipment to manufactur-
ing chemists at the East, is gradually
becoming a business of importance.

Chloride of Lime.— A new process for
the expeditious manufacture of dry
chloride of lime has been invented by
Mr. E. Maletra. of Paris, which con-
sists in the employment of mechaunical
means for stirring, agitating, or mixing
the powdered lime and the chloride of
lime as fast as it is formed, in such a
manner as to expose all the molecules
of these substances in succession to the
continuous action of the gaseous chlor-
ine. which is introduced under favorable
conditions for combining with the lime,
and is rapidly absorbad by the latter
In order to insure regularity, it has
been found necessary to couple at least
two apparatuses together, so asto admit
of the chlorine being directed into
either, as required. The process is
yery rapid, and is carried out with

| great facility, and without any waste

of chlorine, The progress of the oper-
ation may be constantly watched by
persons near the apparatus, which
emits no injurious odors. The appar-
atus is cheap in construction, and occu-
pies but small space. The manufacture
may be regulated at will, as examples

the chloride of lime manufactured in
this manner is homogeneous in every
part, it is not liable to become decom-
posed, as is the case with chlorides
manufactared in layers, more or less
deep, and in a state of rest, and a source
of considerable loss is thereby avoided
in the manufacture of this product, which
is liable to deterioration from the intlu-
ence of climate and other influences
resulting from its composition.

ably those of lead-poisoning. An in-
vestigation was recently undertaken at
the instance of the Imperial Health
Office, and, in the diflerent specimens
of such cloth, both of German and
foreign make, the enormous quantity
of 45.7 per cent. of metallic lead was
found ; from a piece of cloth weighing
ten grams, a mass of lead weighing
4.25 grams could be obtained. The
fabric burned readily and drops of lead
reduced to the metallic form could be
seen running off, even when only a
small piece ot it was ignited.
