The remarks were prompted, undoubtedly, by

to believe both ; and that the Editors of the

News got his prescription or remedy a little mix-
ed; for certainly the remedy he prescribes
would injure if not kill all the foliage of the tree

| more effectually than the slug, in which case the

remedy would be worse than (the disease. In-
stead of “‘sprinkling with a decoction of whale

| 0il, soap and water, composed of one quart of

oil, a~quarter pound of castile soap and one gal-

lon of water,”’ it should, in our opinion, have
been ‘‘} of a pound of whale oil soap, dissolv-
ed in one gallon of water,’’ and the trees sprink-
led with it from a watering-pot, which will en-
tirely destroy the slug and be also of great ben-
efit to the tree. The soap should be first dis-
solved in warm water—say a quart—and then
the additional quantity of cold water added to
make & gallon of the solution. There are other
remedies,among them pow dered white Hellebore,
but the above prescription is the cheapest, whale-
ol soap costing only 4 cts. a pound, by the bar-
rel. FARMER.
