20 abundant and cheap, careful housewives
should embrace the opportunity to make a sup-
ply of thisexcellent and useful domestic wine,
to be stored away for use next season: for it
improves in medicinal quality as well ag flavor,
with age. Almnost every lady has a receipt of
her own, but nevertheless we take the liberty of
offcring several, clipped from an exchange,

Measure your berries and bruise them ; to
every gallon adding one quart boiling water.
[et the mixture stand twenty-four hours ; stir-
ring occasionally ; then strain off the liquor in-
to a cask, to every gallon adding two pounds of
sugar, cork tight and let it stand to the follow-
ing October, and you will have wine ready for
use, without further straining or boiling.

Another.—Take 100 quarts of blackberries,
crush them and press out the juice. Then dissolve
110 1bs. white sugar in 20 gollons cold water.

Measure the ayrur ; add the juice, and a8 much
more water us will be required to make 40 gal-
lons in all, If you want to make a smaller
quantity prescrve the above proportions.

Mn‘.——Some of our farmers, especially
near town, have threshed out their wheat and
hauled it to the granaries for immediate ship-
ment to the city, We learn that much of the
grain was not sufficiently dry and firm, and
hence will be sold as tough wheat at a reduced
price. Next week, should the fair weather
continue, it will be in good dry order, and not
only machine out cleaner, but bring a better
price. There seeins to be a more general deter-
mination to thresh out the grain and sell early,
than was the case last year; resulting, we pre-
sume, from the belief that prices are bound to
rule low for some time to come, and, therefore
the best policy is to sell as soon as posible; and
last year those who sold early did the best.

So
far as individual interests are identical with
these they are proper subjects for the fostering
care of the Staté. Beyond this it must be left
to individual enterprise. Theidea of the public
School teacher being called upon to devote his
time to the cultivation of the mere artistic tastes
of his pupils or in preparing them for some of
the professions was combatted,
