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Chemical Fertilizers.

If commercial or chemical fertilizers
are ever to get into more gencral use,
the farmers of the country must have
some satisfactory assurance, made by
official analysis, that they are what
they are represented to be. It is true
that a purchaser will not be likely to be
taken-in twice with the same manufac-
ture, but very many individual pur-
chasers may be, and then, too, there
are scores of diflerent kinds. The
farmer wants something more than the
word of the seller, whatever his standin
may be. Articles selling at the high
rate per ton as a fertilizer should have
a known, stamped statement of its con-
lents, and then purchasers can invest

in them with a degree of knowledge of

their value for their particular lands,
which will afford them necessary aid in
making a selection.

In England fertilizers find no sale
unless a guarantee and analysis accom-
panies it, Until this security was ob-
tained the quantity of fertilizers sold
had greatly diminished ; but since the
sales have largely increased. All that
our farmers demand, and which they
have a right to demand, is a correct
statement of the component parts of the
fertilizer. They are unwilling to buy
a ‘‘pig in a poke,’” and they are richt,
(rive them a good article and they will
freely invest,

Run-Down Lands.

The Southern Agriculturist thus ad-
vocatles the use of clover. It is unfor-
tunately a fact, however, that on some
lands clover seeds will not ** take. and
in order to insure success, careful work-
ing of the soil and the use of plaster
and lime are absolutely necessary,

L you have an old worn out piece of

land, now is the time to rejuvenate it,
Clover seed is cheaper than ever known
in this market. Atany price and af
all times it is, and ever will be the
cheapest fertilizer known to agriculture.
No land so poor but will grow clover
and the longer it is grown the richer
the soil becomes. If the land is not
de<igned for any other crop, plow, pul-
verize, and after sowing drag it with a
rush or go over it with a roller. Do
not be afraid to invest in seed or in
sowing suftlicient quantity after it is
bought. If you are sowing especially
to enrich your land, sow clover only:
i for pasture, the more kinds the better
the stock will do. Your lands treated
thus can be reclaimed and vou will
soon see that some magician has been
silently at work for you.

Feeding Bulls.

[u reply to a correspondent, the To-
ronto Globe gives the following adviee
in regard to feeding bulls: Oats and
peas mixed make a good feed for bulls,
perhaps better than either of the zrains
alone. Singly oats would be best, then
peas, then barley. About two quarts
a day of grain and as much clover hay
as he will consume is as good a diet ax
the animal can have. Let him have
half his grain and some hay in the
morning ; the other half of the grain
and more hay at noon, and as much
hay as he will eat up clean at night.
An occasional feed of bran, say four or
five pounds, will be serviceable, The
bull should have grass as soon as it can
be got; but the substitution of it for
hay should be gradual. The
point to avoid is the feeding of a car-
bonaceous or heat-forming diet. Such
a diet is fatal to the procreative power,
Corn or corn meal, being highly car-
bonaceous, should not be fed to breeding
animals,

Thinning Garden Vegetables.

It is generally a fear with sowers that
their seeds will not all grow. and many
more are sown than necessary. This is
all very well, only it requires so much
after-cultivation in thinning out, which
very few properly do, or if they do, it is
not done in time to he of much benetit
to the growing crop.  Anyone who sees
a field of turnips in the autumn will
understand what we mean. If the
harrow were drawn through when
young over one-half’ the turnip-field,
the tinal yield would be one-third more.
Beels, carrots, salsify, parsnips and
slimilar garden crops should be looked
Lo al once, and reduced so that the
plants stand two or three inches apart,
This will be found profitable if done at
OLce,

If it is found that the crop is smaller

than was anticipated, almost any of

these will do transplanted. We have
seen crops of parsnips and beets so set
out that made better roots than those
from seed in the regular way.

How to use Paris Green.

The success to which this mineral
can be used in destroying the potato-
beetle, slugs, the striped-bug, cater-
pillar, &c., has made its use quite
common of late years; but we fear that
many persons do not handle it with
that caution which its poisonous nature
demands,
where its inhalation, while dusting the
vines and bushes with it, has been
attended with serious thouch not fatal
eflect. Dusting with it, the way it is
generally done, from a bag or paper, or
with the hands, it is extremely dange:-
ous. When it is so aprlit'd, the bag or
a’;)liliantte should be placed at the end
of a five-foot pole; and used in this
way the fear of inhaling any part of the
mineral may be entirely guarded
against. Of course when diluted witl
water this precaution is unnecessary.

Hints on Marketing Vegetables,

In marketing vegetables remember
that much depends on the attractiveness
of their appearance. Don’t heap them
in a confused mass, but arrange garden
stufl so that their good quality shall b
apparent. Oftentimes the best selection
carried to market by themselves will
bring more than the whole crop, good,
bad and indiflerent, indiscriminately
thrown together, A box of strawberries,
each berry of nearly uniform size and
appearance, will sell for more, and
more readily, than the box which gives
a confused look to the berries. The
good marketer studies how to please
his customers, and doesn’t grudge a
little care in sorting or washiong, in
order that his wares shall show the best
they are capable of,

A Chinese Compost

In China, during the summer months,
all kinds of vegetable refuse are mixed
with turf, straw, grass, peat, weeds and
earth, collected into heaps and, when
quite dry, set on fire, After several

\ys of slow combustion, the enti
mass is converted into a kind of black
earth. This compost is only employed
for the manuring of seed, "Vlum seed-
Lime arrives, one man makes holes in
the ground, another follows with the
seed, which he places in the holes,
while a third adds this black earth,
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We have already heard - spice as you can atlord, and no more.,

The young seed planted in this manner
grows with such extraordinory vigor
that it is thereby enabled to push its

| rootlets through the hard, solid soil,

|

and to collect its mineral constituents,
Field-Mulching.

OVERSTUFFING BABIES, - A doctor
writes:— Duaring the tirst year children
are, as a rule, stufted early and late:
hence the greatest mortality is at that
age,  After this they are allowed more
time between meals; henee a less pro-
portion die.  For example, while one-
third of the deaths, according to the
mortality reports, are of children under
one year, only about one-fifth are be-
tween one and five years,  After five
years of age children are fed on some-
thing like the three-meal system, and
comparatively very few die bet ween five
and thirty years of age. In spite of
these tigures, or because their signific-
ance has not been noted, it has not
occurred to the III'II]III‘ Lo begin with
three meals. The firmer who wants to
raise the best possible animal from the
calf lets the creature suckle in the
morning at milking time and again at
night, with po sibly a meal at noon.

He is wise enough to feed his calf only |

twice, or at mostonly three times a day,
and the result is that the calf thrives
lrom birth, and sickness is unknown.
The same farmer has a baby borne, and
a contrary course is pursned with a
contrary result,  FEven before nature
supplies the ftood, betore the mother’s
milk comes, the ignorant nurse doses
the baby with sweetened water or cow’'s
milk. This resalts in stomach ach,
and the cries of pain l e ng mistaken for
cries of hunger, dowg goes another
dose, until tinally, when the mother's
milk dees come, the child’s stomach is
in & condition to revolt at anything.
I[f, owing to a vigorous constitution,
the little victim goes along for a few
weeks or months, it is generally fed
every hour or oftener, unless it hap-
pens to be, as it often the case, in a
lethargic sleep for several hours, sleep-
iIng ofl' asurfeit, as an aduit sleep of a
“drunk.”

A NEW SYSTEM OF WASHING, —A
system of washing clothes has lately
been introduced in some French towns
which is worthy of special mention.
Its economy is so great as to greatly
reduce the cost.  This is the process:
One kilo (two pounds) of soap is reduced
with a little water to a sort of pap,
which, having been slightly warmed,
I8 cooled in 45 liters (10 gallons) of
water, to which is added one spoonful
of turpentine o1l and two spoonfuls of
ammoniaj then the mixture is agitated.
The water is kept at a temperature
which may be borne by the hand, In
this solution the white clothes are put,
and left there for two hours before
washing them with soap, taking care in
theme ntimetocover the tub, The solu-
tion may be warmed again and used
once more, but it will be necessary to
add  half’ a spoonful of turpentine and
another spoontul of ammonia., Onee
washed with soap, the clothes are put
in warm witer and the blue is applied.
This process, it is obvious, spares much
time, much labor and fuel, while it
gives to the clothes a whiteness much
superior to that obtained by any other
method; and the destructive use of the
washboard or of pounding is not neces-
sary to clean the clothes from the im-
purities which they contain.

DBy the use of
the telephone a man at the bottom of
the sea can remain in constant verbal
communication with those at the sur-
face,  Bul the most singular applica-
Lion of the telephone comes from New
South Wales, where Mr, Severn, an
enthusiastic experimenter, claims that
he has made the deaf to hear with it.
After describing a very simple telephone
which he constructed out of a tin pot,
Lhe closed end of which he opened and
Lied over it a piece of parchment, pass-
ing a fine string through the centre and
making a knot inside, Mr. Severn says:

Iron and Rust.—Several months avo
Profl. Bartls discovery, that iron could
be protected from rust by being cov-

ered with an oxide formed by means of

superheated steam, excited great atten-
tion. A simpler process has been in
vented by Mr. G, Bower, Ile places
the articles to be coated in a chamber
of" fireclay provided with two pipes, one
for the admission and the other for the
escape of air.  Both pipes having been
closed, the heat is raised to a tempera-
ture of about 17000 F, At the end of
cach hour the pipes are opened so that
ll.llllllH]lhl‘l‘il' anr may be forced into the
chamber by the one. and the deoxid-
ized air driven out  through the other,
This is continued until a sufticient film
of macnetic oxide is formed on Lthe
articles, The coating is a beautiful
light gray or neutral tint, very delicate
In appearance, and it perfectly  pro-
lects tron from rusting.

Platinizing Iron.— M. Dode, of Paris,
Lhe well-known discoverer of the plati-
num mirrors, has invented and paten-
ted a process for coating iron with pla-
Linum, The iron first receives a coat-
ing composed of lead and copper, and
then the platinmm is applied. The first
coating is prepared by mixing 22 parts
of borate of lead and 4} parts of cupric
oxide in oil of turpentine, and is ap-
plied by meauns of a tine brush. The
platinum coating is prepared by con-
verting ten parts of platinum into
chloride and mixed with five parts of
ether and permitted to evaporate in
the air. The residunm is mixed with
a viscid combination of 20 parts borate
of lead, 11 parts red lead, and some oil
of lavender, and 50 parts of amyl-
alcohol added to the whole. , In this
mixtare the object to be platinized is
dipped, allowed to dry in the air, and
then heated toa moderate temperature,
