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InporTANT DECBios.—The following impor-
tunt decision, to tax payers and collectors, ren-
dered by the Circuit Court for Harford county,
we copy from the Democrat, of the 20th inst.
published at Bel Air:

For some time past the opinion prevailed that
the taxes levied by the County Commissioners
were not due and could not be collected by pro-
cess of law until thirty days after the first of
January succeeding the levy. It was also be-
licved by many that collectors were not obliged
to pay interest on the county’s Indebtedness une
til the same period, that is, the first of January
following. There were others, however, who
took the contrary view, Out of this difference
of opinion arose the cage of the School Commis-
sioners vs, Johns, in which both questions in
dispute are decided,

I this decision is not appealed from and over-
ruled, the several collectors will have the right
to proceed to the collection of taxes as soon asa
copy of the leyy llst Is placed in their hands in-
stead of waiting until after the first of January,
ns heretofore, They will be obliged in some
cases to do 8o, in order to meet the quarterly in-

gtallment due the School Commissioners in Oc- |

tober, unless the taxes are voluntarily paid be-
fore that tiime, A# this opinion of the court
filed on Saturday 13th, i3 of public interest, we
give it i extenso ;

This case having been submitted upon an
agrced statement of facts by the counsel of both
parties and the arguments having been heard
und considered ;

It was evidently the purpose of the Legisla-
ture to provide the School Sommissloners of the
several counties a fund upon which they could
rely upon regular stated intervals for the sup-

wort of the schools of the State, vide Laws of
Marviand 1874, chapter 4883, gection 42; also
1872, chapter 377, sub=chapter 19, gection 6.

There is no claim that the defendant has com-
plied or attempted to comply with section 42,
chapter 483 of the Acts of Assembly 1874, which
requires him to “‘make return of all said tax col-
lected upon the days required by law for the re-

turn of the State school taxes;'’ and, however |

it might have been had such return been made,
in default of it we cannot do otherwise than as<
sume that upon each of the dates mentioned in
Acts of Assembly 1872, chapter 377, sub-chap-
ter 19, section 6, the defendant had collected

and there was due to the plaintiff onefourth of |

the amount placed in the defendant’s hands for
collection for school purposes,

This much would seem to decide the present
case, but apart from the peculiar facts of this
particular case there seems to be no doubt but
that in virtue of chapter 483, Acts of 1874, the
whole amount of taxes placed in the hands of
each collector for collection, is due and collecta-
hle by him from the time of his ‘‘receiving a
copy of such assessment or rate,’”’ and that he is
bound under his bond to collect at least so
much of it as to enable him to comply with all
the requirements of the law and especially to
pay to the School Commissioners ‘‘upon the day
required by law, &c.,”’ the proportional amount
due of the whole sum placed in his hands for
collection for school purposes.

With this view of the law I shall order the en-
tering of judgement in the preseut case for the

Wheat
seems to be almost unknown among them. The
largest stack-yard between W yoming and Ocean
City would not thresh fifty bushels,

At Laurel we witnessed a most exciting run-
away. A muley ox attached to a cart was
peacefully chewing the cud, with his driver
standing directly in front of him. As the train
drew up to the station the band began playing
one of their sweet and plaintive airs, that sound-
ed like the sharpening of a thousand mill-saws.
The ox gave one wild look, a startled bellow,
butted his driver heels over head, and disap-
peared in a perfect fog of dust and sand,
