1AN.—The British Parliament has recently had
complied a table which gives a striking illustra-
tion of the growth of the importation ol food in-
to Great Britain. From 1858 to 1877 the popu-
lation of the United Kingdom has advanced
from 28,389,000 to 33,444,000, or considerably
less than one«fifth. Yet in the same tinie the
importation of live stock has increased more than
four times, of breadstuffs more than three times,
and of other meats and farm products more than
seven times, The importation of food products
of all kinds, which are also produced in Great

Britain, has increased in short from £25,898,000 |

in 1858 to £99,692,000 in 1877, or four-fold.—
The importation of live stuck, breadstuffs and

rovisions has risen from $4 50 for each inhab-
tant to $15. This is an extraordinary showing
and can only be accounted for by a considera-
ble shrinkage in the productiveness of DBritish
agriculture,
