LETTER TO THE TRANSCRIPT.

Mr. Epitor :—The arrival of the Framscript
to-day, brought with it not a little pleasure—
how wonderful is the law of association and
suggestion of our miuds ; for the paper, like the

in Virginia—that the light became brighter,and
in the erystad cup of Day lay melted the pearl of
dawn., Not a green hill but rejoiced in the in-
flowing tides of the morning light, while the
dewy tear-drops on the flowers, and the leaves,
48 we weat flving by, scemed changed by the
mysterious alchemy of nature, into amber and
pearls.  The earth which during the night sea-
son, seemed like one stricken with a mighty
sorrow, appeared a new-crowned queen. The

now smiled o'er the telling of it
The train was full of passengers from the
North, some of whom though they had traveled
through the Old World, had never witnessed a
grander vision of beauty.
