BATHING IN A VOLCANO'S VAPOR—DE-
SCRIPTION OF TIHHTE FAMOUS ('RATER.

Mr. J. M. Davidson, a lawyer from
Colorado, now wauling in Honolulu
has* hﬁ:ly written €6 the Hon. Alfred
Sayre, of Denver, an account of a re.
cent visit to the \ olcano Kiluaea, and
the letter is printed in the DenverNets,
The visit was made in May last, and,
after describing the journey thither,
Mr. Davidson says:

So different is the scene prpwntml'

from what the visitor expedts that it is
ditlicult to deseribe it intelligibly or in
such a manner as to give the reader
any distinet idea of its appearance,
The Crater Kiluaea is nine miles in cir-
cumference, mean width three miles,
surronnded by a well-defined rim. The
bed of the erater is 600 feet below the
rim. The active burning lake is in the
south end of this erater, and at a dis-
tance can be seen as indicated by vast
volames of smoke and vapor arising
around and above the same rocky pros
jections adjacent.

To this point; the sight-seer i8'con-
ducted by a guide, and there, standing
on the brink of projecting scoria, he
looks down on_the strangest and wild-
est element, sarging am} Lhrnwing Its
liery spray as it madly beats against
the sturounding walls, trom which it
seems  to be repelled by some unseen
power, only to level down and become
of sombre hue, and drift back to be
overturned and lashed into waves and
crimson shreds that fall back into the
Inassive cauldromn. 1T'he heat is very
great and burns the face, and the
brightness of the broken elements is
painfully dazzling to the eye. There is
HO  Sameness or monotony, and from
the smooth, dark surface a minute’s
duration fringed by crimson lines, tiery
lames issue with a hissing sound, each
furtive glance giving a dmnrem view,
and then deep rumbling as of a trou-
bled s=ea is followed by the wildest and
most violent agitation. Hours might
be spent gazing at the changing, intu-
riated element,

Over mnch of the road from Hilorto
the volcano, thirty miles, there is
scarcely any earthy showing a new vol-
canic tormation.  Varied vegetation
has commnenced growing vigorously
from the scarcely distinguishable soil
of decomposed lava, and, indeed, the
scorio now produced and thrown out
by volcanie toree is very triable, and its
formation is usually in thin Jlayers,
easily ¢crushed under the foot of the
[N-‘flt“ill‘lﬂll The bottom of the main

stick  imto it and easily detach quanti-
ties of the consistency ol sugar when
struck from uw valmer-pan, or thin
muash,

‘The bed of the main crater was some
few years ago several hundeed feet
deeper below the unchanging surround-
g rim, It rises and falls without any
lixed or regular periodieity, . 1'he ac-
tive lake of firve is at present GOo feet
below the rim of surrounding country,
and thedimensions of the burning lake,
S00 yards long by 100 yards wide, I'nis
lake or cauldron is constantly ehangmg
ILs size, form and location from eycle
to eyele, slowly waltzing around the
vast area of the grent cerater, 'he
lava is at present thrown out of the
burning lake by a subterranean passage
on the west side, in a river, and presses
its way, dividing into many slowly-
moving stremns, throughout the west-
ern hall of the inclosed plain, each
stream at night showing its size and
encroaching course, and to the visitor,
standing on the rim inmnediatelyabave,
oazing down, it looks like a vast ¢ity at
his feet, irregularly illuminated by the
sport ol revelers,

As the lava is cooled it is riven into
all manner of shapes, breaking like ice
under the intluence of changing tides,
and as one walks over the newer forma-
tions, looking down between Llu-hrnken
fragmentsgean be seen, a few inches
bendath the eooled surface, bright,
shiny, living fire in massive quantities,
‘"he heat radiated from the surface is
very great, but the north wind usually
blowing ever an elevation of aboul
4,000 feet, cools the atmosphere gener-
ally, so the visitor suffers no inconve-
nience,

I believe no one has lost life as yet
accidentally in the crater, but I do not
think any one feels naturally sate until

PARIS GREEN.
MILLIONS OF FISH AND FOWL DYING.

The small varieties of tish in the Con-
necticut River, such as suckers, carp,
youny shad, pu_kerel perch and ‘others
have been behavmn' (queerly of late by
appearing upon the surface at first in a
sort of liteless way and finally dying
and drifting into the shore eddies and
inlets. For a considerablé’ distance
both above and below Hartford this
state of things has existed, and old
fishermen say there was never anything
like it. Thousands of dead ftish are
lying along the banks tor miles, 1t does
not seemn L0 be 4 universal trouble, as
many tish ot the same species as those
found dead are alive and seem to be all
right. One theory is that black bass,
which have got inwo the river within the
past three years and are increasing ra-
pidly, are making war upon their less
gamey companions, but that does not
account tor the sickly behavior of the
lish betore they die. “I'he most plausible
explanation 1s timt ‘the recent heavy
rains which have run otl into the river,
Lthe ground being so much soaked as
not to absorb the water fall, have
washed the valley firms upon which
Paris green ana  other destructive
agents have been extensively used to
kill the potato buyg aud insect enemics
generally ol wgumtwu and suflicient
poison bas got into the river wo Kill
wany fish, With the l'aris green itsell
# hard washing of the land would carry
ofl millions of dead bugs, killed by the
poison, and the lish, eating these, would
suffer. There is no reasoun advanced to
explain the wide-spread destruction of
lish more plausible than this, and it isa
singular fact that sportsmen on land
have complained of a fatality among
birds, the same as fishermen do of the
tatal eflects upon tish,  Quail have been
fouud dead in various pars of the Swate,
uwhd there 18 no doubt vhat the death ot
vhe birds is due Lo agumltural poison-

ing. — Waterbury (Coun.) Arerican,
