Green was ar-
rested on Tuesday and taken to Marlborough
jail. The citizens were excited, and tried to
take him from the Sheriff and lynch him on the
way to juil. Friday nightan attempt was made
to mob the jail, but they were repulsed by
Wilson and constables, Sunday night forty
masked men, armed, went to the juil, broke
down the doors, overpowered the guard and
secured the prisoner. A large crowd collected
and the wildest excitement prevailed. Green
was dragged to the junction of Queen Anne
road and Hill's lane, where a large tree stood.

After a consultation, it was determined to hang
him to the tree. He was bound and a noose
made in a rope, and put around his neck. He
was a powerful man and tried hard to free hiw-
seif, but to no avail. He then begged for mercy
and confessed his crime, The mob showed him
no mercy, and as they threw one end of the rope
over & bough of the tree his cries could be heard
for miles around. The signal was given and all
that was mortal of Mike Green swung in the air.
