50 that all may be accommodated, Do not fail
to give this matter proper consideration, and
send in your orders early, By so doing you
can secure euut the varieties you want; but if
delayed till you are ready to plant, nurserymen
may not have the kinds you prefer, I will give
instructions how to forward buds, upon inquiry.
