Being from Smock seed, and growing on land
that never grew trees before, they must prove es-

1 shall bud 50,000 (commencing June 15th)
for this Fall's plantlng ; such trees will run fromn
3 to 4 feet in height,

I shall bud the balance in August, for plant-
ing the following fall, As wmust all planters
have preference for apecial varieties, 1 propose
to take orders, before the budding is done, cus-
tomers furnishing their own buds if they prefer;
s0 that all may be accommodated. Do not fail
to give this matter proper consideration, and
send in your orders early. By so doluﬁ you
can secure just the varieties you want; but if
delayed till you are ready to plant, nurserymen
may not have the kinds you prefer, I will give
instructions how to forward buds, upon inquiry.
