DEAL IN LIQUORS,

For the Information of all persons concerned
the following Aect of the [egislature, pnmti
March 24, 1865, is published :

CHAPTER 191,
AN ACT prohibiting the sale of spirituons or
fermented liquors in the geveral Counties of
the Btate on the day of Election :

Section 1. Be it enacted by the General As-
sembly of Maryland, That it shall not be lawful
for the keeper of any hotel, tavern, store, drink-
ing establisdment or other place where liquors
are gold, or for any person or persons, directly
or indirectly, to sell, barter, give or dispose of
any spirituous or fermented liquors, ale or beer,
or intoxicating drinks of any kind, on the day
of election, hereafter to be held, in the several
counties of the State,

Skc. 2. And be it enacted, That any person
violating the provisions of this Act shall be lia-
ble to indictment by the Grand Jury of the
county where the offense is committed, and shall,
upon conviction before any Judge of uny of the
Circuit Courts of the State, be fined a sum not
less than fifty dollars nor more than one hun
dred for each and every offense, one-half of the

fine to be paid to the informer, and the other half
to the County Commissioners for the use of the

public roads.

CONCEALED WEAPONS
ELECTION DAY.

The following Act of the General Assembly
of Maryland passed at the January Session of
1874, and approved April 6, 1874, is also pub-

lished for the information of the public :
AN ACT

To prevent the carrying of guns, pistols, dirks,
dirk-knives, razors, billies or bludgeons, by
any person in Kent, Queen Anne's or Mont-
gomery counties on the day of election in said
counties,

SkcrioN 1. Be it enacted by the General Ae-
sembly of Maryland, That from and after the
passage of this act, it shall not be lawful for any
person in Kent, Queen Anne’s or Montgo mery

| cretly or otherwise, any gun, pistol, dirk, dirk-

| knife, razor, billy, or bludgeon, and any person

violating the provisions of this Act shall be
deemed guilty of a misdemeanor, and on con-
l viction thereof, before any Justice of the Pence,
in either of said counties, shall be fined not less
than five nor more than twenty dollars, and on
refusal to phiy said fine shall be committed by
such justice of the peace to the jail of the county
until the same is paid.

Sec. 2. And be it enacted, That the fines col-
lected under this aet shall be paid by the officer
collecting the same to the School (Commission-
ers of the county where such offence shall have
been committed, for school purposes,

SEC. 3 And be il enacted, That any constable
of either of said counties, or the sheriff thereof,
who shall refuse to arrest any person violating
any provision of this act, upon information of
such offence shall be deemed guilty of a misde-
meanor, and on conviction thereof before the
Circuit Court for such county, shall be fined not
less than twenty nor more than fifty dollars, and
shall forthwith be discharged from office.

The law further provides, that whilst dis-
charging the duties nnposed by the several sec-
tions of this act, said officers of registration shall
have and exercise the powers of a Justice of the
Peace for the preservation of order around the
| place of registration, and may compel the pres-

ence of witnesses for the purpose of obtaining
any information necessary to anintelligent dis-
| charge of the duties of their office; they shall
have power to issue summonses, attachments
and commitments, to any constable or sheriff,
who shall serve such process as if issued by a
Judge of a court or a Justice of the Peace,
