THE LATE ELECTIONS.
REVIEW OF THE SITUATION.

New Yorg, Oct, 11.,—The World publishes
the following dispatch from John G. Thompson,
chairman of the Ohio demoeratic State commit-
tee, dated Columbia, October 10: “Official and
unofficial trustworthy returns from seventy-two
counties of the eightvcight show net democrat-
ic gnins on the vote of 1876 for secretary of
State, when the republicans carried the State by
6,630, of 2.746, This ratio of gain in the re-
maining sixteen counties will give the State to
the republicans by about 3,300 plurality. The
national greenback vote came largely from the

democrats, and clearly shows the republicans to |

be a minority party of several thousand, and
leaves no doubt that the democrats will carry
the State next vear for Governor and the Legis-
lature by a handsome majority, when no local
dissensions will exist. Weclaim a substantial
victory in the election of a majority of the con-
gressional delegation,”

The World also publishes the following dis-
patch from Indianapolis, Ind.: “The election of
Urth (rep.) in the ninth district is conceded by

Tne Next Hovse oF RePRESENTATIVES.—The
elections so far for members of the Forty-sixth
Congress show a net loss to the republicans of
cleven members, of whom the democrats gain
five, the greenbackers gain five, and in the third
district of Vermont there was a failure to elect,
though the greenback and democratic candidate
had a large plurality, and will doubtless be
chosen at the special election. In each case the
grecnbackers were elected by a fusion with the
democrats, The republicans lose three Con-
gressmen in Indiana, three in Ohio, two in
lowa, two in Maine, one in Vermont and onein
Oregon, while they only gain one—the repre-
sentative from Colorado. After the settlement
of the contested cases the democratic majority
in the last House was over twenty, and from
present appearances it is likely that majority
will be at least doubled in the Forty-sixth Con-
gress.  The latest reports from Indiana are to
the effect that the democrats will have a clear
majority in the next Legislature of that State,
in which event the re-election of Hon, D, W,
Voorhees to the United States Senate is assured.

Tue Election, last Tuesday, in the States of
West Virginia, Ohio, Indiana and lowa, con-
firmed the Democratic hold on the organization
of the next louse of Rrepresentatives. Nine
members of Congress have been gained—three in
Ohio, four in Indiana, and two in lowa, The
return of Mr. Voorhees to the U. S. Senate,from
Indiana, is also secured,

FruGAL AND CoNTENTED.—A workingman,
who lives in the edge of the city, purchased a
lot nearly four years ago on which he made a
small cash payment, and agreed to pay the re-
mainder in monthly installments of $10 each.—
He has paid bis $10 a month regularly, and yes-
terday made his last payment. In doing so he
remarked that he had hardly felt the payvments,
and that the lot which had cost him a little over
$300, was now ecasily worth $600, At this
point a gentleman asked him what wages he had
been getting, e said : “When I bought the
lot, nearly four years ago, | was getting $75
per month ; now I am getting $1.25 per day."”
“Then | suppose you are for soft money,’’ said
a bystander. ‘‘No, I am not,”” was the prompt
reply ; “I am for resumption and honest mon-
ey. I am doing better now and save more
money at $1.25 per day than I did four years
ago at 875 a month.””  Asan actual occurrence
this has a moral.—/Indianapolis Journal.
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THE FrExcH ArMy.—The recent review of the
French army at Vincennes shows that France
has learned more than one lesson from the Ger-
man war,
Russia, Italy, Spain, Turkey and Switzerland
were present and had an opportunity of noting
the wonderful improvement that has been made
in the French military. department. A great

change has occurred in the effective strength of |

the army as far as it was represented in the re-
view at Vincennes, The battalions were com-
ruaed of eight double files of about 45 men—that
3, of about 750 men to a battalion, without the
officers. This gives for the three battalions per
regiment an effective strength of 2,500 men.—

Mk A SoLvest or QuiNiNg.—Attention has
recently been called te the fact, not generally
known, that milk not only acts as a solvent of
quinine, but also to a certain extent disguises
its bitterness,
the sulphate be dissolved in an ounce of milk
the bitterness of the salt is scarcely perceptible,
while even two grains in the same quantity of
solvent do not make it bitter to a marked degree.

)

| Five grains may be taken in two ounces of milk

without rendering its particularly disagreenble,

|and if this be added to a tumblerful of wmilk,

nearly all the bitterness disappears. The resi-
dent surgeon of the Birmingham Geueral Dis-
pensary recommends the use of a solution of
quinine, in glycerine, in the proportion of one
grain to one drahm-—the dose being administer-

ed in a winglassful of milk. The method would
seem to present especial advantages in the ad-

ministration of quinine to children.—Seientifie
