BLE, the How. S. J. TiLpex has come out in a
very emphatic card, utterly denying any com-
plicity in or knowledge of the cipher telegrams
alleged to have been sent to Florida and South
Carolina. After making his_formal denial he

continues—

‘““It was known that either one of the two
members who composed a majority of the Flor-
ida State canvassers could control its action and
give the certificates to the democrats. Either
one of them could settle the presidential con-
troversey in favor of the democratic candidates,
who lacked but one vote. How accessible to
venal inducements they were is shown by the
testimony of McLin, the chairman of the rd
of State canvassers, in his examination before
the Potter committee in June last., He admitted
that the true vote of the people of Florida was
in favor of the democratic elections, and that the
fact even appeared on the face of the county re-
turns, including among them the true return
from Baker county, notwithstanding the great
frauds against the democrats in some of the
county returns. He also confessed that in vot-
ing to give the certificates to the republican
electors he acted under the influence of promises
that he ghould be rewarded in case Mr. Hayes
became President, adding that ‘certainly these
promises must have had a strong control over
my judgement and action.’

‘“After the certificates of the Louisiana re-
turning board had been repeatedly offered to
Mr. Hewitt and others for money they were giv-
en in favor of the republican electors, who had
been rejected by a large majority of the voters,
and the members of this returning board now
possess the most important federal offices in
that State. The pregnant fact always remains
that none of these corrupt boards gave their cer-
tificates to the democratic electors, but they all
did give them to their republican electors,

““I had a perfectly formed purpose from which
I never deviated in word or act, a pur which
was known to or assumed by all with whom |
was in habitual communication, 1If the presi-
dency of the United States was to be disposed
of by certificates to be won from corrupt return-
ing boards by any form of venal inducements,
whether of offices or money, I was resolved to
take no part in the shameful competition, and I
took none.

Republican—Colorado, Illinois, lowa, Kansas,
Maine, Massachusetts, Michigan, Minnesota, Ne-
braska, Nevada, New Hampshire, New York,
Pennsylvania, Rhode Island, Vermont, Wiscon-
gin—16. Divided—California, Florida—2. Of
the two divided States, Florida will in all pro-
bability go for the democrats, which would
give them twenty-one in the House out of thirty
¢ight. California is doubtful, The republicans
have a bare majority in the present delegation
from New York, and the democrats have one in
that from New jemy, and either may be revers-
ed next month. In order to acquire a majority
gy states the republicans wom bave to win
ew Jersey, California and Florida, and take
Connecticut to the divided column—a result
which is hardly probable.

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~ Tue CrumproN SkeiLetross.—The coroner's
Jury at Crumpton made but little progress on
Thursday with the investigation into the finding
of skeleton remains of children in Mrs. Crew's
cellar and garden, owing to the absence of the
State's Attorney, Edwin H. Brown, Esq., who
had been detained at Caroline court. A few
witnesses were examined, but they threw but
little light on the affair. Dr. Wallis testified
somewhat as follows: Has examined the bones
found on the premises and believed them to be
bones of children of full period. The skull
bone shown, indicates death by a blow or by
strangulation. His opinion was that if the chil-
dren had been fairly treated they would have
lived. He has not attended either Mrs. Crew or
Sallie Strudley for 8 or 10 years. In 1875 he
was called in on other business and then obgery-

ed that Sallie Stradley was enciente, but does |

not know anything further in regard tc the
matter,

Mr. James Atkinson testified to finding the
skeletons. He was clearing out rubbish in the
cellar under the direction of Mr. Thos. Sudler,
who has recently purchased the property, and in
digging under the steps he found a tin can
about 6x12 inches and a box looking like a SOR
box, each containing bones. The can bad a lid
to it and was buried only about two inches be-
low the surface. The box had a dripping pan
turned over it, and was buried about 18 inches
below the surface, He called the attention of
Mr. Sudler and Dr, Wallis to these discoveries,
and they agreed that there had been foul play.
The child found in the can indicated that it had
been squcezed in—the limbs were very much
compressed and the head was bent down almost
to the knees.

The jury then turned its attention to the
washerwomen, and endeavored to find the wo-
man who washed for the su murderesses,
but so far without avail. It is supﬁ::ed that
they nursed and washed for each other, hence
the difficulty in obtaining witnesses of value to
the inquisition. Witnesses in fact who know
anything about the affair are scarce, and it is
thought those who might throw ligin upon the
dark l.ntd decline to tell what they do know,
hence it esired that the State's Attorney
shall be present at the next meeting of the jury
in order that the witnesses ma ﬁa in
urulencad hands, who, it is thought, will he
able to force out of them what thejury is unable
to extract. The jury adjourned until Thursday
next, and expect at that time to be able to have
the State’'s Attorney with them and conclude
