State Legislative elections indicate that the U,
S. Senate will contain a Demo cratic majority

SexaTor BAvarp addressed a large audience
at the opera house in Wilmington, Del., on Sat-
urday, the 2nd of this month. His speech, like
all his speeches, was one of good, hard, clear,
sound common sense, and ought to be read ev-
erywhere, over the length and breadth of the
land, and, particularly by those who are howl-
ing for ‘‘Fiat Money."

Mr. Bayard spoke of the almost boundless re-
gources of the United States as a wealth produc-
ing country,; said there is nota single organized
government in the world ,that can compare
with ours in producing all that men require un-
der the sun, and yet there is a condition of dis-
tress in this land, and there are mutterings of
discontent that ought not to be. Mr. Bayard
said that one of the troubles with the American
people is that they have been spoiled; nature has
been se prodigal, the form of government g0
free and generous, that people geem to think
that peace, plenty, good order and wise laws
grow up of themselves and will take care of
themselves,—that is a sad mistake,

Mr. Bayard spoke of the great civil war, when
through four years men saw their sons go forth
to battle to die, or come back ecrippled, they
saw vast armies sent forward to be shattered,

they saw supplies rushed forward like rivers, |

they saw moncy spent like water, not itself to
create anything, but simply to be wasted and to
destroy that agaiust which it was sent; what
was it, when the country was bleeding at every
pore, and becoming more and more impoverish-
ed, that 8o bewildered us as men of common
sense, and shrewdness and capacity, and made
us believe that in the fuce of continued debt and
impoverishinent our lands and our property
were becoming more and more valuable? W hat
was it? 1T WABA FALBE MEASURE OF VALUCS.
It was a fulse money that took men’s reason
captive and prevented them secing the truth.
These valuations that men counted on to make
them rich were false valuations,«for God's
sake, for your own sakes do not risk your hap-
piness and the perpetuation of your government,
by a false measure that has deluded and would
make you believe that a period of impoverish-
ment was one of wealth and national pros-
perity .

Mr. Bayard showed how moncy must possess
a real value, or must be redeemable in real val-
ue: gold and silver, representing a real value
the world over, are the only fit basis for a sound
money. They delight the eye and charm us as
jewelry, they give comfort and luxury in the
shape of plate, their indestructibility and free-
dom from corosion make them useful in various
ways. They are measures of value in themsel ves,
and because that value is more stable than any
other commodities in the world. He showed
how rediculous is ‘‘fiat money.”’ He said if the
government had the power to create money,
how absurd it would be to attempt to exercise
it. They did exercize it once. Inh an hour of
madness and folly they took upon themselves a
power that the constitution never gave them,
and did say they could create values. They
printed upon paper, ‘“‘this is a dollar,”’ but was
it a dollar 7 They had attempted that which no
government on earth can accomplish, which is,
of itsclf and by mere decree, to create values,
And s0 in spite of their violation cf a clear duty
impossed by the constitution, such money went
into discredit. It was this attempt to create
values, that resulted in the creation of false vals
ues, and deluded our people as to what they
were doing. It excited them with fulse hopes,
and led them to believe that loss was gain, and
that inpoverishment was enrichwent, and now
we are waking from that dream. Mr. Bayard
charged the present condition of affairs to the

—It has been ask-
ed whether the paper circulation of the currency
of the country is greater or less than it was cight
or ten vears ago. It is a greenback-labor falla-
¢y to assert that a great contraction of the cur-
rency has caused the collapse and bard times,
There has been, in fact, no such great contrac-
Official statistics show that the amount
of paper money out, exclusive of interest-hear-
ing notes, which cannot properly be counted,
because they very rapidly disappeared from cir-
culation, was greatest in 1874, after the panic
and collapse of 1873 ; that, therefore, the great-
est amount of paper money in circulation did
not prevent or cure a collapse or panic, hut was
one of its main causes. The total paper circu-
lution, exclusive of interest-hearing notes, was,

in 1870, $698,000,000; in 1871, $'i'h‘:,ﬂun_mu,::w

in 1872, 8737,000,000 ; in 1873, the vear when
the panic and depression began, $749,000,000 ;
in 1874, S783,000,000; and in 1875, £773,000,-
000, In 1878, the present vear, when for the
first time there are real signs of an industrial
revival, slow but apparently sure—and on a
sound basis, the circulation is within a few mil-
lions of the year 1870 (8688,000,000 ;) and when
