A PARTY BLUNDER,

It was hoped for many months after Mr.
Hayes had inaugurated his policy of conciliation
that the war was really ended at Jast, and that
the LHepubhican hosts would be led on to battle
under some other banner than the bloody shirt,
During the recent campaign the financial ques-
tion overshadowed all others, and scectionalisn
wis Kept comparatively in the back ground,—

movement was not so formidable as was at firsi
imagined, it began to appear that not only had

r:u ty, but that his Southern policy had shared
s fate,

The Republican party commenced to open fire
all along the line of the devoted South, and to
revive the old peocess of “firing the Northern
heart.””  Since theelection these fiery dogs of
war have been barking with increased fury, It
I8 unfortunate for the Democratic party that this
attempt to revive sectional issues was not made
at an earlier period in the campaign, The Re-
publican party, by great good luck, stumbled
upon the lineof policy which it afterwards pur-
sucd in regard to the financial question, and
through a strict adherence to it presented an ap-
pearance of strength at the receut elections
which it does not really possess,

I hit by accident upon a gtrong, broad, na-
tional policy, and hy virtne of that poliey it
won all that it did win at the ballot-hox. W hen.
however, it pereeived that the financial vietory
was as goed as achieved, it could not refrain
from returning to that abuse of the South.
which, by long habit, has become to it a second
nature. In doing this it has not only abandoned
n strong line of policy, but has taken up a weap-
on that has operated with fatal effect upon itself
in more that one election,

The Democratic party, as long as it presents
no real canee of offense, by any genunine griev-
ance in the South, can wish for nothing better
for its interests than the revival of the Southern
(uestion by the Republican party and press, It
not only makes the Democratie party strong in
the sympathies of the people, but it reveals a
weakness and a lamentable poverty of resources
in the Radical armory. The Republican party
had its origin in sectionalism, and since the war
has only heen keptalive by the issues which that
contest left behind it. When, however, all these
issues had been settled by law, and Mr. Hayes
attempted to wipe out the Southern question, he
very nearly wiped out along with it the Repub-
hean party,

Its leaders felt that when sectionalism was
gone, the Republican party would have to shut
up shop and go into political bankruptey,—
Hence the howl that arose against Mr. Hayes’
poliey, and the fierce denunciations that were
poured out upon him, But for the agitation of
the hinancial question, this disastrous break in
the Republican ranks would have been more ap-
parent.  Fortunately, its leaders got on the
right side of that question and for once it
ceased to be a sectional, and became a national
party,

The attempt now to revive an issue which was
dead and buried long ago, can only result in
disaster to the party. If the people of the North
refused to hearken to the ery of a “Solid South’”’
and “a new rebellion,’”’ two years ago, it is not
probable that they will ever consent to listen to
it again,—Lalt, DBulletin,

NO THIRD PARTY IN 1880,

All the calenlations and gpeculations in re-
gard to the choice of 'resident devolving upon
the next House of Representatives are vain and
uscless, It is a remote possibility, of course, and
therefore may be taken into the general account,
like any other contingency.  DBut it cannow he
confidently assumed, rom the result of the re-
cent clections, that there will be no third party
worthy of the name, ina serious sense, in 1880,

A faction of Greenbackers and other extrems-
ists, whose notions about finance and govern-
ment are wild and visionary, may exist; but it
will be utterly powerless as a political factor,
Of the eight and a half millions of votes cast in
1876, the Greenbackers polled less than eighty-
two thousand, and the Prohibitionists less than
ten thousand, or, together, a little over ninety
thousand votes. It s true, the Greenback craze
had not so fully developed at that time as it has
recently.,  But all its capacity and all its
strength were put forth in the late elections, to
the surprise not only of the leaders of that move-
ment, but of both Republicans and Democrats,
who, in Pennsylvania and in other States, had
conceded them numbers which the event show-
ed they did not possess.  Like the grasshoppers
in the field, they made a good deal ofnoise ; but
when the votes eame to be counted there was a
very beggarly reckoning,

The inevitable tendency now, for the disaf:
fected elements of the two old parties, which
crystallized under these new names, chiefly on
account of the prevailing distress, and from a
vague idea that cheap money to e procured in
some mysterious way would relieve it, is to
unite with one or the other, and thus produce a
material result. When the official figcuresinall
the States are obtained, it will be found, as was
secn in the Ohio election, that a very large re-
serve vote exists which the Democratie and Re-
publican managers will do well to regard as
the controlling force in the Presidential elec-
tion,

The contest in 1880 will be a square, front to
front, upand down struggle between the two
old parties for ascendency. One side has the
oftices, the patronage, tile Trmsu?', and the
army, which will all be freely used for the Re-
mblican candidate, no matter who he may be,

'he other gide has the Senate and the House of
Representatives by a narrow majority, There
\\'i'l be no third party, except as it may be set
up by designing politicians in particular locali-
ties, to draw off votes from their adversaries,
Both sides are on their good behavior, and the
country will watch with interest their actions
in the next two years.— XN, Y. Sun,
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Ter proposed article in the California consti-
tutional convention, in regard to the Chinese,
it allowed to passinto the organic law of the
State, will not only prevent further immigra-
tion of that race to California, but will specdily
clear the State of those already there.

Messes, Epirors: 1 am prompted by an edi-
torial in Saturday’s Sex on “Our Exhibitors at
Paris,”” commenting upon the views of Assistant
Commigsioner General Barnard upon their tri-
umphs, to send you for publicatlon the opinion
of the minister of agriculture and commeree. \.
Teisserene de Bort, upon the smne subjoct,  le
is the oflicial head of the Paris exposition, and
his opinion upon the inventions and exhibits of
our manufacturers was incidentally expressed
while making a little address upon another sub-
jeet to an American delesation, of which I was
one, from the Franco-Americaine commercial

1 treaty conference, who called to tender their re-

spects to the minister.  Ttis a high compliment
to our exhibitors, and, coming from the highest
official authority on that question in France, |
think it should be made public., That 1 now
propose to do for the first time through the
columns of Tur Sy, It was written down
soon after it was uttered, and is substantially
correct in every particular,  The minister said:

“The expositions of 1876 in Philadelphia and
in 1878 in "aris have proved the necessity for a
change in our relations, for our people have
scen much %o interest them in both expositions,
and their minds are fully awake to the oreat
strides of our country and all that relates not
only to agriculture, but also to manufactures.
Some of the leading manufacturers of France
waited upon me to urge me to visit spe clally the
United States llt']:.‘ll'lrlu'llf of the CXpOstion,—
They came to me in affright to say the United
States wasrunning ahead so rapidly that they

threatened to become our great competitors in |

many branches of manufactures in which we
most prided ourselves,  They said to me tha
they expected the United States to o ahead of
us inagricultural implements and some of her
classes of machinery, but that we were not pre-
pared for such general progress ag we see hoere.

which are not inferior to anything produced
here, I could then understand the consterna-
tion of our manufacturers at the American ex-

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BEwARre oF Amearca.—The uatural and me-
chanical powers of production in the United
States of America, combined with the keenness
and energy in bhusiness matters of our transot-
lantic cousins, threaten to expose our producers
10 a severe, if not injurions, competition, It ig,
of course, impossible, with our free trade polity
and give and take principle in all that relates to
commerce, 10 think of reverting to protection,
So long as the United States sent us only the
surplus of the cereal produce there wag no
ground for alarm. On the contrary, we had
reason to be grateful to a source from which we
could always draw a certain and suflicient sup-
ply of the first necessary of life to meet & want
that was every year increasing,

In process of time we also received with sat-
isfaction consignments of other descriptions of
food. The price of butchers’ meat in the me-
tropolis, exorbitant as it is, has no doubt Leen
kept down by American exports, and we have
largely drawn upon the fertile farms of the New
World for pork, cheese and other items of agri-
cultural produce. We are also indebted to the
United States for some of the best brands of pre-
served meats, as likewise for g variet 's of “Yan-
kee notions,”’ including clocks, watches, the fa-
mous sewing and washing machines, churns,
lemon-squeezers, &c., to say nothing of cock-
tails, bull’s milk and gin-slings,

It seems, however, that America now propos-
€8 to compete with us in other branches of do-
mestice iujustry. Anmng her recent exporisare
boots and shoes, perfumery, jewelry and piece
goods, We have no right to complain of these
invasions ; but it certainly behooves us to en-
deavor to meet them by producing, if possible,
better manufactured articles at equally mode-
rate prices. The question of American competi-
tion is a serious one for our operatives, and
ought to be taken into account hefore (hey
strengthen the hands of the forcigner by renew-
ing the disastrous struggles between labor and
capital which have done so much of late years
to paralyze our native industry .— London Globe
