THE SHOOTING AFFAIR NEAR VANDYEE'S,

After the reading of

During the latter part of last week the absorb-
ing thewe of conversation in Chestertown and
vicinity, has been the shooting of James Jones,
near Vandyke's Station,  The aflair is wrapped
as yet, in mystery, and public opinion varies as
to the truthfulness of the negro's statements,
There are, ol course, two sides toevery question,
and it is unfair to judge from a one-sided view
of the case. In course of time evidence may be
produced that may shed new light upon the
matter, and may preseut it in an entirely chang-
ed aspect; therefore it is not wise to arrive at a
conclusion, until the matter is thoroughly sifted,
and a great deal of testimony that has not yet
been heard, but which in time will be brought
out, is brought to bear upon the case. Jones,
the wounded negro, from  all reports, seems to
have borne the character of a confirmed liar,
The last Ceeil Demoerat says he was well known
in Cecil county, at one time, and when he left
there stole a suit of clothes trom Dr, Cruikshank
—and that he was always considered a wild
talker, The negro woman 1o whom he confided
his story about the infants, it is understood also
says he would tell lics, and was generally in
the neighborhood, known as *‘Lying Jim,"”
So Jones's statement about the giving birth to
illegitimate children by the daughters of Mr,
Dodson, must be established by undoubted evi-
dence before it can be accepted,  The Dodson
fumily, we learn, are natives of Cecil county, but
came from Talbot to this county, some five or
six years ago, 5o far as is known, they are
ordinarily respectable people, honest in their
business relations, and bhave stood tairly in the
community, The young men, Viancent and
Newcomb, are yet in juil here, awaiting requisi-
tion from the Governor of Delaware, Newcomb
is light complexioned, smooth-faced and looks
to be about twenty-two years of age. He is
rather stout, will probably weigh trom 160 to
170 pounds, wears coarse farm-clothes, and
though not attractive in appearance, yet would
not strike any one as being capable of commit-
ting the crime of murder. Vincent is smaller,
has dark hair and eyes, will weigh perhaps not
more than 140 undsl]and is better looking
than Newcomb, though he has also the appear-
ance of a farm laborer. He also looks o be
about twenty-two years of age. Jones hagmade
a sworn statement before a magistrate, which is
substantially about as follows:

He had, for several years, been hired as a sort
of manp-of-all-work, with Mr. Johu F. Dodson,
on his farm, about two miles-and-a~half from
Chestertown, In the family were two daugh-
ters, Alice and Dora. In the spring of 1877
Alice came 10 him, and said that she wanted him
to bury a child, which he would find at a place
designated, which he buried ; and in the fall of
the sume year he was called upon to bury another
infant, le waus threatened with death should
he ever reveal the secret, but a short time ago he
told it to a negro woman, and she let the fumily
know that she knew of it. Oa Tuesday morn-
lng, Nov. 19th, he met Mr. Dodson in Chester-
town, (it seems he had left Mr. Dodson’s employ,
when his statements became known to the fam-
ily ), and went out to the farm with him, expect-
ing to get paid up for his work., When there he
was seized by Vincent and Newcomb, locked up
in the meat house, and in the evening was taken
out and severely whipped by the young men,
Vincent and Newcomb; after the whipping he
was securely tied, forced into a large carriage,
and driven to a place near Vandyke's station,
Mrs. Dodson, Vincent and Newcomb being the
