The result is that all the great equa-

thus, in consequence of the immense

accumulation of warm water, has its |

temperature raised, and snow and ice
to a great extent must then disappear
from the Arctic regions. When
procession of the equinoxes brings

the condition of things on the two
hemispheres is reversed, and the north-
cast trades then blow over upon the
southern hemisphere, carrying

them. The warm water being thus
wholly withdrawn from the Northern
hemisphere, its temperature sinks en-
ormously, and snow and ice begin to
accumulate in temperate regions, The
amount of precipitation in the form of
snow in temperate regions is at the
same time enormously increased by the
excess of evaporation in low latitudes,
resulting from the nearness of the sun
in perihelion during summer. The
final result, thercfore, 1s that

alternately prevailed during past ages
are simply the great secular sunmers
and winters of our globe, depending as
truly as the annual ones do upon
planetary motions, and like them also
fulfilling some important ends in the
economy of nature,”

Rartedecked River Stectmers, — The
Princess Alice disaster has elicited from
Mr. R. F. Fairlle a suggestion that
river steamers should be so built that
the deck should be compilete in itself,
and capable of tloating like a raft, even
with a considerable weight of passcn-
gers, and that it should be secured to
the hull by a fastening of a temporary
character. which could readily be witl-
drawn in time of danger, leaving the
hull free to sink alone, while the deck
would be left upon the surface. Ex-
plaining how he would accomplish his
ends, he says a simple way of fastening
the deck to the hull would be by eyes
descending from the under surface ol
the deck, and passing through slots in
angle irons, which should form part
of the sides and of the upper surface
of the hull. Each of these eyes should
receive a 14 inch pin, and all the pins
should be connected to a chain, or to
levers worked by a chain, which should
itself be carried to a wheel placed im-
mediately astern of the steering wheel,
It would then be easy for the steers-
man, on an alarm being given, to with-
draw the whole of the pins by a single
movement.,
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Human Lire on Mars.—Prof, Lock-
year is of the opinion that human life
on the planet Mars might be very much
like human life on the earth—the light
cannot be so bright but the organs of
sight may be so much more susceptible
as to make the vision quite as good;
the heat is probably less, as the polar
snows certainly extend further, but by
no means less in proportion to the les-
sened power of the solar rays. lle
agrees with others that several very
remnarkable seas—including inland seas,
some of them runnt-rtwl, and some not
connected by straits with still larger
seas—are now definable in the southern
hemisphere, in which, as is the case
also with the earth, water seems to be
much more widely spread than in the
northern hemisphiere.  There 18, for
example, a southern sea, exceedingly
like the Baltic in shape; and there s
another and still more remarkable sea
now defined by the observations of
many astronomers—one near the equa-
tor, a long, :itrug:ling arm, twisting
almost in the shape of an S laid on its
back from east to west, which 1s at
least a thousand miles in length and a
hundred in breadth.

During the five months that the Flor-
ence remained at Annanatook, he,
oflicers and crew dieted about the same
as did the natives, and not a single
case of sickness occurred,  T'hey had a
medicine chest, but no doctor—and no
use for them, The only accident oe-
curred to Mr. Kumlien, who, while
skinning a dog which had died of a
species  of rabies peculiar to  the
uuuntry, pniﬂullt'll his hand with the
virus, and suflered severely from its
eflects, There was only one person
frozen, and that one not seriously.
THE REINDEER

is the only other animal ol importance,
Bears are not found so far north as
Cumberland, nor any fur-bearing quad-
ruped except a species ol marten.
There are a few hares, wolves and
foxes, but they do not form an im-
portant part of the native economy.
The reindeers are found at some dis-
tance from the coast, and exist in very
great numbers, A party leaves the
settlement for an inland trip, up some
fjord, and advances until the flat
country is reached, where they make
an encampment and remain from four
to six weeks., They shoot the game
with bows made from the antler of the
deer, each weapon constructed of three
pieces. They are very elastic and
strong. The cord is a sinew, and the
arrows are wood tipped with horn and
feathered, A few have now got fire-
arms, but it will be a disastrous day
for them when supplied with guns and
ammunition, for the Esquimaux is an
incorrigible *‘pot-hunter.” He Kills
recklessly everylthing possible, with no
regard to his necessities, and would
goon exterminate the game if he had
the means, When the hunt is over
they conceal the venison in a stone
ciwl)w. They return and convey it
home with their dogs and sledges, their
only means of transportation.
