Capsizing of an Oyster Schooner.—On Fri-

day last there were nine men applied to Sheriff
Davis for food and shelter, and gave the follow-
ing account of themselves, which is doubtless a
correct one:

The men were oyster dredgers on board the
““Berlin Hall'’ an oyster schooner belonging to
Fritz Buckheimer of Baltimore, tonnage 59. On
Thursday afternoon, about two o'clock, two
wiles from Love point, up the Chesapeake bay,
the schooner sprang a leak, and sapk in a short
time carrying down 900 or 1000 bushels of oys-
ters, and all other property on board. The men
however had time to betake themselves to their
small boat, but though they cleared the sinking
vessel, their lives were by no means entirely

freed from danger, as they were four miles from |

the shore. They had not proceeded a great
way in their small boat before they encountered
slush ice, or ice that would not bear their
weight, but which they were compelled to
b with their oars before they could get their
small craft nearer the shore, This thin sheet of
ice extended to within a mile of the shore, grad-
ually growing thicker as it neared the shore,
and making their approach to land a laborious
and suffering task. When within & mile of the
shore the ice became so thick that they could
not break their way any further, and it was not
thick enough to bear their weight in one spot.
In this dilemma, each man was forced to gtretch
himself at full length upon the ice, so that his
weight would be distributed over a large sur-
face, and to crawl in that position for quite a
long distance. One man, cnwlin’ in this po-
gition wore out his trowsers and ¢ awers, and
his bare legs were thus e to the ice. Af-
ter extreme suffering, their hands and fingers
being frozen, the men finally reached shore, and
made their way up to Mr. David Jones’, on
East Neck lsland, where they remained Thurs-
day night, and on Friday made their way to
Chestertown. Sheriff Davis took them in, re-
lieved their immediate wants, and provided one

Charged with Assault,.—On the thirticth

Mr. Wallis hearing the out-
ery returned, and upon learning the cause,
boxed young Crew with his open hand several
times, and then struck him a few blows with o
moderate-sized switch, which broke, being very
dry. Young Crew had a small bruised place
over or under hig right eye, which Mr, Edw,
Plummer, jr., one of the State’s witnesses, char-
acterized as a small matter, not greater than he
had received from a ball when a boy. This

Acneg oF Preeoss,.—Such a scene as is pre-
sented at the great wild pigeon roost in the In-
dian Territory, some fifty miles southwest of
this city, ig very uncommon and has no equal
anvwhere in America,  The “roost” includes a
space of about 40 acres in the timber, and when
thev return to the roost in the evening the trees
are perfectly black with them. The Indians who
own the land will not permit other parties to
take advantage of the game, but hire men who
sit at the roots of trees and shoot and throw
clubs all night, and the next morniug the
ground is literally covered with pigeons, and
they are gathered up, loaded into wagons and
hauled to this city, where the Indians realize
from 10 to 25 cents per dozen for them. Dur-
ing the day only now and then a pigeon can be
seen in the vicinity of the roost, but they invar-
iably return at night.
