Dexsasun Hunven the New Jersey mwurderer,
was hanged in the cour t house at Camden, on
last Friday the 10thinst. It will Le remember-
ed that the crime of which Hunter was convict-
ed, and for the commission of which he has just
been hung, was the murder of his former part-
ner, J. M. Armstrong, in Jan. of 1878. The
crime was one among the most coolly planned,
and heartlessly executed, that has ever come to
light, even in this age, so prolific of cold blood-
ed murders. Hehad had Armstrong's life in-
sured for $26,000, and employed an Qccomplice
to do the murder, absenting himself at the times
when the crime was to be committed, but his
accomplice did not bave the nerve to perform
the deed alone, and Hunter was finally compel
led to accompany and assist him. Huater had
#0 arranged as 0o make the commission of the
crime appear 0 rest upon a young mechanic,
who was in debt to Armstrong, cutting the ini-
tinls of the mechanic upon the hammer with
which the murder was committed, but Hunter's
actions soon caused suspicion to rest upon him-
self and when it was found that be had an io-
suramce upon the life of the murdered man, it
did not take long to enfold him ln & net of cir
cumstances, establishing bhis guilt. Before the

produced the late civil war. In the Mexican
war the solid South arrayed itself under the
starry-flag and poured out its blood like water.
The North gave only lukewarm aid to the gov-
ernment. A New Engiland State, New Hamp-
shire,furnished only one volunteer and his sin-
gular patriotism was considered so remarkable,
under the circumstances, that he, Franklin
Pierce, was, for 1t, elected i’ruident of the Unit-
ed States. In fine, it was a solid North that for
the first time imposed upon the nation, in 1861,
a sectional President and has continued to ruin
the , prosperity and happiness of the coun-
try by a persistent course of corrupt, uncousti-
tutional and aggressive, money-making tyran-
ny.
